1)  Food safety (meeting microbiological requirements, contaminants etc.)

2)  Fulfillment of measures imposed by CAFIA

3)  Misleading consumers (occurrence of adulterated foodstuffs, misleading labels on shelves)

4)  Keeping the temperature chain (keeping storage temperatures)

5)  Meeting hygiene requirements (hygiene in general)

6)  Quality of fresh fruit and vegetables

7)  Functionality of HACCP (Hazard Analysis and Critical Control Points, internal check system)

8)  Expired foodstuffs (sale of foodstuffs with expired use by date, foodstuffs with expired best before date not labelled in such way and not separate from other foodstuffs)

9)  Food labelling (information on food labels)
