VazZeni pratelé,

pocatek roku 2022 vétsina z nas prozivala s nadéji, ze
pandemie nemoci COVID-19 konecné polevi a bude-
me se moci opét nerusené vénovat svym kazdodennim
pracovnim a osobnim povinnostem. S ro¢nim odstupem
Ize konstatovat, Ze se tato nadéje alespon z&asti vyplnila.
Zda se, ze se COVID-19 opravdu zacal transformovat do
bézného respiracniho onemocnéni.

Relativni optimismus vsak trval jen do 24.Unora 2022,
kdy vojska Ruské federace vstoupila na Ukrajinu a neda-
leko od nas zacala valka. Jeji disledky na sebe nenechaly
dlouho ¢ekat. BEhem nékolika malo tydnl se negativné
projevily také v potravinarském priimyslu a ovlivnily tak

i ¢innost naseho Uradu. Ukrajina, jako vyznamny pro-
ducent potravinovych surovin, byla nucena omezit svij
export a nasi vyrobci necekané stali pred dilematem, jak
vypadky ze dne na den nahradit. Nahrady potravinovych
surovin vSak bylo nutné posoudit z hlediska bezpeénosti,
kvality i korektnich a Uplnych informaci pro spotrebitele.
SZPI proto poskytovala zajmovym svazlim, sdruzenim,
uniim i jednotlivym vyrobciim konzultace a rady, jak v ta-
kové mimoradné situaci postupovat, aby byly dodrze-
ny zakonné poZadavky a zaroven zajisténa bez vazného
naruseni plynula produkce potravin, a tak i zasobovani
spotrebitell. Ukazalo se, Ze obé strany, tedy nasi zemé-
délci a potravinarii SZPI, se vyrovnaly s timto Ukolem
rychle a efektivné.

Dopady valky pro nasi budoucnost nedokazeme ani
témér po roce rozumné odhadnout. Na tento konflikt
muzeme nahliZet z pohledu globalni bezpecnosti, poli-
tickych zajma, narodniho hospodarstvi i naseho rodin-
ného rozpoctu a soukromi, ale predevsim to je velka
lidska tragédie.

Casto jsou mi ze strany laické &i odborné vefejnosti kla-
deny dotazy, jakymi hlavnimi problémy na trhu s potravi-
nami jsme se zabyvali v minulém obdobi nebo jaky plan
mame do budoucna. V odpovédi vzdy znovu opakuji nasi
dlouhodobou strategii, ktera z(stava stale stejna, nebot
vychazi z nasich zakonnych kompetenci. A¢koliv v detai-
lech a v konkrétnim zaméreni se v ¢ase méni, zakladnim
principem a prvoradym cilem vzdy byla a bude ochrana
zdravi spotrebitel(, jejich ekonomickych zajmi a vytva-
feni rovného prostredi pro podnikani dlslednym vyma-
hanim potravinového prava.

V ramci bezpecénosti potravin jsme v roce 2022 opakova-
né resili nevyhovuijici zasilky potravin z tfetich zemi' s de-
klarovanym pvodem v jihovychodni Asii. Slo o listovou
zeleninu, chilli papric¢ky a dalsi, nékteré s vysoce pre-
kro¢enymi limity rezidui pesticidd, s ,koktejlem” mnoha
pesticidl. Neuspokojivé vysledky prinesla kontrola dodr-
zovani mikrobiologickych pozadavkl u ledd do napojd

a u tocenych a kopeckovych zmrzlin ve spole¢ném stra-
vovani. Relativné velkym problémem zUlstavaiji rizikové
nebo podvodné zahrani¢ni webové stranky, ¢asto bez
nalezitych kontaktnich Udajd, nabizejici pripravky k vy-

Dear Friends,

Most of us entered the year 2022 hoping that the
COVID-19 pandemic would finally subside, and that

we would be able to devote ourselves, undisturbed,

to our daily work and personal duties again. One year
later, it can be said that this hope was at least partly ful-
filled. It seems that COVID-19 really has started to trans-
form into a common respiratory disease.

However, the relative optimism lasted only until 24th
February 2022, when the troops of the Russian Fed-
eration entered Ukraine and a war began not far from
our borders. Its consequences were shown very quick-
ly. Within a few weeks, they began to have a negative
impact on the food industry, and thus also affected

the activities of our office. Ukraine, as a major produc-
er of food raw materials, was forced to limit its exports,
and our producers were unexpectedly faced with

the dilemma of how to replace the resulting deficits

on a day to day basis. Food raw material substitutes had
to be assessed in terms of safety and quality, as well

as the provision of correct and complete consumer
information. CAFIA thus provided interest associations,
unions and individual producers with consultations and
advice on how to proceed in this extraordinary situa-
tion in a manner that ensures legal requirements are
met, and that the smooth production of food, and thus
its supply to consumers, takes place without serious
disruptions. It turned out that both sides, i.e. our farmers
and food producers and also CAFIA itself, coped with
this task quickly and efficiently.

Even after almost a year, we cannot reasonably esti-
mate the effects of the war on our future. We can look
at this conflict from the point of view of global security,
political interests, the national economy and our family
budget and privacy, but above all it is a great human
tragedy.

| am often asked questions by members of the lay

or professional public about the major problems on the
food market we have dealt with the past, or the plans
we have for the future. In my answer, | always repeat our
long-term strategy, which remains the same because

it is based on our legal competences. Although the
details and specific focus change over time, the basic
principles and primary goals has always been and will
always be the protection of consumers’ health and their
economic interests, and the creation of an equal envi-
ronment for enterprise through the consistent enforce-
ment of food law.

With regard to food safety, in 2022 we repeatedly ad-
dressed non-compliant shipments of food from third
countries with a declared origin in Southeast Asia. These
were leafy greens, chilli peppers and others, some with
highly exceeded pesticide residue limits, with a “cock-
tail” of many pesticides. Unsatisfactory results were ob-
tained from the inspection of compliance with microbi-

rostlinné klicky produkované v provozovnach spoleé-
ného stravovani), na doplfiky stravy s ohledem na jejich
sloZzeni nebo na dodrzovani teplot chlazenych potra-
vin pfi ndkupu prostrednictvim internetového prodeje.
Dlouhodobé a pravidelné se vénujeme potravinam s ur-
¢itou pridanou hodnotou produkovanym v zavedenych
systémech jakosti, které u ceského spotrebitele oprav-
néné nachazeji setrvalou pfizeri (Ceské cechovni normy,
KLASA, Regionalini potravina, chrdnéna zemépisna ozna-
éeni a oznadeni pavodu, ekologickd produkce).

PIné si uvédomuiji, Ze potravinova legislativa, a zvlasté ta
evropskd, je v nékterych svych ¢astech znaéné nepre-
hledna a slozitd. Pro mensi podnikatele, ktefi nedisponuji
zdzemim kvalitarq, pravnikl nebo konzultantl, maze i pri
nejlepsi vili nastat vcelku zasadni problém s orientaci
ve spleti povinnosti a jejich spravné aplikaci v praxi. Po-
dobné také rychly nastup rdznych zpUsobl obchodova-
ni s potravinami, nové pouzivané technologie a suroviny
nebo rozvoj tzv. alternativnich smérd stravovani, jakkoliv
mohou byt pro trh a spotrebitele pfinosné, nesou s se-
bou nezodpovézené otazky a nékdy i rizika, palciva o to
vic, Ze legislativni proces reaguje — a nemuze to byt ani
jinak — opozdéné. SZPI tuto situaci velmi dobre vnima.
Snazime se proto srozumitelné a oteviené komunikovat
své nazory, kontrolni postupy, stanoviska k predpistim,
doporucéeni podnikateltim a rady spotrebiteltim. Zvlas-
té peclivé dbame, abychom zkusenosti z praxe uplatnili
v podobé navrhl a pfipominek v ramci legislativniho
procesu.

Rok 2022 byl naplnén také jinymi vyznamnymi udalost-
mi, neZ jsou kontroly. Usp&sné jsme realizovali nékolik
zasadnich stavebnich akci probihajicich nékolik mési-
cl. Na jare byla dokondena prvni etapa rekonstrukce
klimatizace v budové Ustredniho inspektoratu v Brng,
Kvétna 15 (prace probihaly od podzimu roku 2021) a v let-
nich mésicich byla dokoncena rekonstrukce klimatizace
v laboratofi inspektoratu v Praze. Cela rada stavebnich
Uprav probéhla i v budové brnénského inspektoratu

na ulici BEhounska 10. Pokracovali jsme také v rozvoji in-
terniho informacniho systému pro kontrolni, laboratorni
a pravni ¢innost SZPI, v jehoz rdmci byly realizovany noveé
funkcionality a Upravy ke zvySeni uzivatelského kom-
fortu a usnadnéni prace inspektora.V roce 2022 jsme

si pfipomnéli 10leté vyrocivzniku a spusténi verejnosti
velmi oceniovaného projektu ,Potraviny na pranyfi” Tak
jako kaZdy rok jsme se aktivné Ucastnili legislativniho

ological requirements for ice for drinks as well as for soft
serve and scooped ice creams in catering. A relatively
large problem that remains is that of risky or fraudulent
foreign websites, often without proper contact informa-
tion, which offer preparations that are claimed to solve
health problems, while in fact they are food (food sup-
plements), sometimes with fundamental flaws and with
a possible impact on human health. These websites
target Czech consumers, but they are beyond the reach
of the Czech supervisory authorities.

In 2022, during regular routine and also special inspec-
tions, we focused more closely on, for example, wines
imported from abroad, on “vegetable substitutes” for
animal foods, and other special or less common groups
of foods (such as edible flowers, protein foods, plant
sprouts produced in catering establishments), on food
supplements with regard to their composition, and

on the maintenance of the temperature of refrigerated
foods which are purchased via Internet sales. We pay
long-term and regular attention to foods with certain
added value produced in established quality systems
which are rightfully popular with Czech consumers
(Czech guild standards, KLASA, Regional Food, protect-
ed geographical indications and designations of origin,
organic production).

| am fully aware that food legislation, and especially
European law in this area, is quite unclear and complex
in some of its parts. In the case of smaller entrepre-
neurs who do not have a staff of quality experts, law-
yers and consultants, they can have rather fundamen-
tal problems, even if they have the best of intentions,
with orientation within the tangled web of obligations
that surrounds them, and with the correct application
of said obligations in practice. Similarly, the rapid on-
set of various means of trading with food, newly used
technologies and raw materials, and the development
of so-called ‘alternative’ ways of eating, however bene-
ficial they may be for the market and consumers, carry
with them unanswered questions and sometimes risks.
These are all the more pressing because the legisla-
tive process reacts slowly - and it cannot be otherwise.
CAFIA perceives this situation very well. We therefore
strive to clearly and openly communicate our opinions,
inspection procedures, opinions on regulations, recom-
mendations for entrepreneurs and advice to consumers.
We take particular care to apply practical experience

in the form of suggestions and comments as part of the
legislative process.

The year 2022 was also filled with significant events
other than inspections. We successfully implemented
several major construction efforts which lasted several
months. In the spring, the first stage of the renovation
of the air conditioning in the building of the Headquar-
ters in Brno, 15 Kvétna St, was completed (the work took
place from autumn 2021), and in the summer months,
the renovation of the air conditioning in the laboratory

Vyrocni zprava o ¢innosti Statni zemeédélské a potravi-
narské inspekce je vydavana kazdoroc¢né, dlouhodobé,
pravidelné a je jakousi pomyslnou tec¢kou za praci Uradu,
ktera byla vdaném roce odvedena. VSem, ktefi se pfimo
¢i neprimo podileli na vysoké kvalité i kvantité vykonu
Uradu, patfi mé podékovani.

of the Inspectorate in Prague was finished. Many con-
struction modifications also took place at the building
of the Brno Inspectorate at 10 Béhounska St. We also
continued developing the internal information system
for CAFIA inspection, laboratory and legal activities,
within which new functionalities and modifications were
implemented to increase user comfort and facilitate
inspectors’ work. In 2022 we also commemorated the
10th anniversary of the creation and launch of the highly
popular “Food Pillory” project. As every year, we active-
ly participated in the legislative process and provided
our opinions and statements during the creation and
amendments of laws and many decrees.

In the spring, we implemented the project “Together
for better food”, which was carried out as part of a pro-
gramme to support cross-border collaboration be-
tween the Czech Republic and the Free State of Saxony.
This was the sixth event organised between CAFIA and
the supervisory authority of a neighbouring country

in recent years, the purpose being to enable inspectors
from both sides to get to know their partner's work bet-
ter, and thus gain practical experience and fresh knowl-
edge, and also establish personal contacts.

The annual report on the activities of the Czech Agricul-
ture and Food Inspection Authority is an annual publica-
tion which has been produced regularly for many years.
It serves as a kind of imaginary full stop at the end of the
work that was carried out by the authority in a given
year. My thanks go to everyone who contributed, direct-
ly or indirectly, to the high quality as well as the quantity
of the tasks completed by the authority.

FAll Zaméreni kontrolni
¢innosti v roce 2022

Jakostni a bezpecné potraviny jsou jednim ze zakladnich
faktord, které maji primy vliv na lidské zdravi, respekti-
ve na délku a kvalitu Zivota, pokud jsou konzumovany

v Sirokém spektru a v rozumném mnozstvi. Jsou fakto-
rem natolik dlleZitym, Ze si nepochybné zaslouZi zvlastni
pozornost ze strany statu a jeho spravnich organa.

SZPI je v Ceské republice jedinym dozorovym organem,
ktery ma kontrolu potravin a tabakovych vyrobkd jako
svoji hlavni a jedinou kompetenci. Specializované zamé-
reni SZPl umoznuje soustredit veskereé sily a prostredky
do uredni kontroly potravin. Sou¢asné je také mozné,
aby se intenzivné vénovala vyvoji novych kontrolnich po-
stupl a metod tykajicich se potravin, zejména co se tyce
jejich bezpecnosti nebo odhalovani falSovani. Vylou¢eny
je u SZPI stret zajm, ktery nelze pfi kombinaci rdznych,
ale pritom vécné blizkych kontrolnich kompetenci nikdy
zcela eliminovat. Komplexni Uredni kontrola potravin je
SZPI vykonavana jak ve vyrobé, tak v prabéhu celého
obchodniho retézce a také v oblasti spole¢ného stravo-
vani a v nékterych dalsich souvisejicich ¢innostech, jako
je napriklad reklama. S postupem ¢asu se také rozsifuje
kontrola relativné nového dalkového zplsobu prodeje,
ktery ma sva prirozena specifika.

Pocatek roku 2022 byl jiz jen kratce poznamenan ko-
ronavirovou pandemii a postupné mohla byt kontrolni
¢innost vykonavana v rozsahu a zplsobem obvyklym
pred rokem 2020.

Zvlastni situaci, kterou musela Statni zemédélska a po-
travinarska inspekce v prabéhu roku 2022 fesit, se stal
nedostatek nékterych surovin, které jsou do ¢eského
potravinarstvi dovazeny z Ukrajiny. Po napadeni Ukrajiny
Ruskem doslo k preruseni obchodnich tras a nékteré su-
roviny, zejména pak oleje, musely byt nahrazovany jinymi
druhy pfijatelnymi pro pfislusnou potravinarskou tech-
nologii. V Uzké koordinaci zejména s Potravinarskou ko-
morou CR se na$la vhodna fegeni a po nutnou dobu byla
zavedena i tolerance doc¢asné nepresného oznaceni.

V poloviné roku 2022, po dlouhé a zevrubné pripravé,
byla naplno zahajena kontrola tzv. dvoji kvality potravin.
Je vhodné prfipomenout, Ze sama metodika kontro-

ly dvoji kvality prochazela postupnym vyvojem a byla
dusledné komunikovana jak s vyrobci prostfednictvim
Potravinarské komory CR, tak i s obchodniky prostfed-
nictvim Svazu obchodu a cestovniho ruchu CR a Asoci-
aci ¢eského tradi¢niho obchodu. SZPI si provedla svoji

High quality and safe foodstuffs are among those ba-
sic factors that have a direct impact on human health,
as well as length and quality of life, if a wide range

of them are consumed in reasonable quantities. They
are such an important factor that they undoubtedly
deserve special attention from the state and its admin-
istrative bodies.

CAFIA is the sole supervisory body in the Czech Repub-
lic for which the inspection of foodstuffs and tobacco
products is its main and only competence. CAFIA's spe-
cialization enables it to concentrate all its forces and re-
sources on official food inspections. However, it can also
focus intensively on the development of new inspection
procedures and methods regarding foodstuffs, particu-
larly as far as their safety and the detection of adultera-
tion are concerned. The nature of CAFIA rules out con-
flicts of interest that are difficult eliminate entirely when
a combination of different but simultaneously closely
related inspection competences exist. CAFIA performs
comprehensive official inspections of foodstuffs at food
processing facilities and throughout the entire business
chain, including the area of public catering, and in some
other related activities, such as advertising. Over time,
the area of inspections of the relatively new distance
sales method, which has its own inherent specifics, has
also been expanding.

The beginning of 2022 was only briefly affected by the
coronavirus pandemic, and it gradually became possible
to carry out inspection activities in the scope and man-
ner usual before 2020.

A special situation which the Czech Agriculture and
Food Inspection Authority had to deal with in the course
of 2022 was the shortage of some raw materials that

are imported to the Czech food industry from Ukraine.
After the invasion of Ukraine by Russia, trade routes were
interrupted and some raw materials, especially oils, had
to be replaced by other types suitable for the relevant
food production methods. An acceptable solution was
found in close coordination with, in particular, the Feder-
ation of the Food and Drink Industries of the Czech Re-
public: a degree of tolerance for temporarily inaccurate
labelling has been introduced for the necessary period.

In the middle of 2022, after long and thorough prepa-
ration, the inspection of “dual quality” in foodstuffs
was fully launched. It is worth mentioning that the dual

Novou kompetenci ziskala SZPI prostrednictvim no-
vely zdkona o SZPI (€.146/2002 Sb.), ktera je ucinna od
1.10.2022 a kterd vybavila SZPI pravomoci naridit blokaci
webovych stranek s nabidkou nebezpelnych potravin
nebo s obsahem zavazné porusujicim pravni predpisy.
Blokaci musi provést vsichni poskytovatelé sluzby pfri-

Vysledky urednich kontrol provedenych v roce 2022
ukazaly dlouhodobou a stabilné vysokou uUroven ces-
kych vyrobctl potravin. Ceské potraviny mély v roce 2022
relativné nejméné problému s naplhovanim pozadavku
potravinového prava. Na trhu samotném je pak zfetelné,

quality inspection methods themselves underwent
gradual development, which was consistently commu-
nicated both with producers through the Federation

of the Food and Drink Industries of the Czech Repub-
lic, and with merchants through the Trade and Tourism
Association of the Czech Republic and the Association
of Czech Traditional Trade. CAFIA carried out its own risk
analysis and selected some specific foodstuffs where
dual quality could be an issue. It must also be noted that
the operators of food facilities themselves have imple-
mented a number of measures, and thus the number

of potentially problematic foodstuffs has been reduced
considerably. The fact that dual quality is no longer such
a problem is evidenced by, among other things, the
practically negligible number of submitted complaints
from consumers. The food industry and food business
have done a lot of effective work in this field.

CAFIA gained a new competence through an amendment
to the Act on CAFIA (No.146/2002 Coll.), which is effective
from 1.10.2022, and which gave CAFIA the power to or-
der the blocking of websites offering dangerous food-
stuffs or with content that seriously violates legal regula-
tions. Blocking must be carried out by all internet access
providers in the Czech Republic within 15 days of the

site’'s appearance on the “list of blocked websites” These
pages will be listed on, among other places, the Food
Pillory website in the Risky Websites section, emphasising
that they are sites blocked in the Czech Republic.

Possession of the power to order the blocking of the
above-mentioned websites will contribute to the solu-
tion of a long-term problem: the fact that the operators
of websites registered outside the EU were able target
domestic consumers by offering goods through the
medium of the Czech language, for Czech crowns and
with the option of goods being sent to the Czech Re-
public, while it was not possible to force them to comply
with the legal regulations of the Czech Republic and the
EU. A significant number of domestic consumers com-
plained about the violations of their rights by providing
grounds for inspection.

Another significant competence was initiated by the
amendment to Act No.242/2000 Coll., on organic farm-
ing, which came into force on 1.10.2022. From this date,
the competence to confirm COI certificates (confirma-
tion of inspection) passed from the customs author-
ities to the relevant supervisory activities - the Czech
Agriculture and Food Inspection Authority, the State
Veterinary Administration and the Central Institute for
Supervising and Testing in Agriculture, which will, in ac-
cordance with the substantive jurisdiction arising from
special legal regulations, carry out inspections of im-
ported organic farming products from third countries
according to Regulation (EU) 2018/848 of the European
Parliament and of the Council. The customs authorities
are thus now and into the future responsible only for the
performance of customs procedures.

Na druhou stranu je vhodné zde zminit, ze maloobchod
udélal v roce 2022 vyznamny pokrok v Urovni podminek
prodeje nebalenych potravin, zejména pak pediva. Rada
obchodnikl investovala do redesignu svych provozoven,
aby jednak tyto provozovny byly privétivéjsi nakupujicim,
ale aby také Iépe naplnili pozadavky pravnich predpisu.

V roce 2022 provedli inspektori SZPI celkem

48809 vstupl do provozoven potravinarskych podni-
kU, provozoven spole¢ného stravovani, celnich skladd

a internetovych obchodu. Bylo provedeno 29 875 kontrol
v maloobchodni siti, 14 988 v provozovnach spole¢né-
ho stravovani, 11626 ve vyrobé, 2 312 ve velkoskladech,
693 v prvovyrobé a 2 339 v ostatnich mistech (napf. pfi
prepravé, v celnich skladech apod.).

For importers, this means a change in their commu-
nications with the handling authority. Consignments

of organic food of non-animal origin are checked and
certified by CAFIA at the points where they are released
into free circulation. The customs declaration for the
release of a consignment into free circulation under
the customs regime can only be submitted after the
above-mentioned confirmation of the certificate.

The results of official inspections carried out in 2022
showed the long-term and consistent high quality level
of Czech food producers. In 2022, relatively speaking,
Czech foodstuffs had the lowest number of issues con-
cerning the fulfilment of food law requirements. From
the market itself it is apparent that Czech producers
today are striving ever harder to satisfy even the most
demanding customers, even though the group of sol-
vent customers is starting to shrink. Let us hope that

is only a temporary state.

The established system of Czech guild standards is also
having an effective impact. Inspections that focus

on products with the KLASA trademark or the Regional
Food label have shown that their producers are mostly
aware of the meaning of these labels and the responsi-
bility arising from their use. Inspections of these food-
stuffs show that deficiencies are rarely found. If they are
discovered, however, the relevant quality label is subse-
quently removed from such foodstuffs.

Also in 2022, the highest number of inspections, ap-
proximately two thirds, concerned the retail network.
This is not only due to the number of retail facilities

in the Czech Republic, but also to the fact that the pro-
portion of non-compliant foodstuffs identified during
inspections has been higher in retail on a long-term
basis than it is in food production. On the other hand,

it should be mentioned that retail made significant
progress in 2022 with regard to conditions for the sale
of unwrapped foodstuffs, especially bread. A number
of merchants have invested in the redesign of their es-
tablishments, both to make these establishments more
friendly to shoppers but also to meet the requirements
of legal regulations more effectively.

2022 saw continued inspections concerning compliance
with reporting obligations for the imports of certain
food commodities, as regulated by Decree No.172/2015
Coll. A total of 305250 reports of foodstuffs were re-
ceived by CAFIA, on the basis of which 808 inspections
were carried out. The efficiency of inspections of report-
ed foodstuffs may be deemed positive, especially in the
case of consumable potatoes, where the substitution

of varieties was found in a total of 3 batches, and also

in the case of food supplements, where one batch was
discovered that was non-compliant due to the non-cor-
responding content of substances listed on the pack-
aging. Pesticide residues were detected in one batch

of late season ware potatoes and tomatoes. One batch

E2¥] Overall summaries
of inspection results

In 2022, CAFIA inspectors carried out a total of 48 809
inspections at food business establishments, public ca-
tering facilities, customs warehouses and online shops.
29 875 inspections were carried out at retail premises,
14 988 at catering facilities, 11626 at production plants,
2 312 at wholesale warehouses, 693 at primary produc-
tion facilities, and 2 339 at other locations (e.g. during
transport, at customs warehouses, etc.).

A total of 3 351 non-compliant batches of foodstuffs

and other products were found in 2022. The number

of non-compliant batches is divided up according to the
inspection location and is as follows: 2 645 non-com-
pliant batches were found in retail, 175 in production,

142 in wholesale and 389 in other areas.

With regard to the country of origin, the lowest share
of non-compliant batches was found for foods orig-
inating in the Czech Republic (18.0% of non-compli-
ant batches), with a slightly higher share for products
originating in the EU (21.9% of non-compliant batches).
A higher percentage was found for products imported
from third countries (39.2% of non-compliant batches).

As far as individual cormmodities are concerned, the
highest percentage of non-compliant batches was
found in dehydrated products, liquid flavourings, dress-
ings, salt and mustard (72.7%), and other foodstuffs not
listed anywhere else, including frozen products (69.5%),
chocolate and confectionery (60.8%), ice creams and
frozen creams (51.3%), non-alcoholic beverages (51.2%),
dairy products (40.2%), pasta (38.0%), meat products
(32.6%), sprouted seeds and sprouts (28.6%) and fish
and seafood (27.8%).

undesirable changes caused by microbial activity or the
undesired growth of microorganisms (mould visible

to the naked eye, putrefaction) were carried out at the
place of inspection itself (sales points, warehouses, etc.).

In 2022, compliance with microbiological criteria was
checked for a total of 2625 samples of foodstuffs,
meals, ice, bottled water and swabs from places, equip-
ment and objects, of which 922 batches were checked
directly on site and 1703 via laboratory samples. On-site
inspections discovered 218 batches that were unfit for
human consumption, while 166 non-compliant samples
were detected in laboratory tests. In addition to routine
tests, the level of microbiological purity of foods was
also monitored as part of the planned microbiological
inspection activity. The number of batches tested in this
way is included in the overall summary of inspected
samples. In addition, samples were taken from locations,
devices and objects used in foodstuff and meal produc-
tion - out of a total of 484 samples, one was non-com-
pliant.

In terms of individual sectors of the food industry, the
greatest number of inspected samples found to be un-
safe was for dairy products (93 batches), meat products
(66 batches) and fresh fruit (15 batches). The most fre-
quent safety violation was the growth of mould visible
to the naked eye, and spoiling due to microbial activity.

Results of laboratory analyses

Microbiological analyses according to the requirements
of the Commission Regulation (EC) No.2073/2005

on microbiological criteria for foodstuffs, as amended,
were carried out by the accredited official laboratory
EUROFINS CZ, s.r.o. Analyses of bottled water accord-
ing to the microbiological requirements of Decree
No.275/2004 Coll., on quality and safety requirements
for packaged waters and on methods of treating them,
as amended, and Decree No. 252/2004 Coll,, which sets
the hygienic requirements for drinking and hot water
and the number and scope of inspections of drinking
water, as amended, were also carried out by the above
independent laboratory EUROFINS CZ, s.r.o. Other mi-
crobiological analyses were provided by the laboratory
of the Veterinary Research Institute, v.v.i. Brno, and the
laboratories of the State Veterinary Institute Prague and
Olomouc.

From a total of 1703 batches of food, meals, ice, bottled
water and swabs taken for microbiological inspection

in laboratories, non-compliant results were recorded for
166 batches.

The cause of the violation of microbiological food safe-
ty criteria was the discovery of pathogenic bacteria
Listeria monocytogenes in one batch of delicatessen
products (baguettes) taken from a production plant.
Enteropathogenic E. coli (EPEC) was detected in two
batches of steak tartare available in the market network.

Quality indicators (colony counts at 22 °C and 36 °C)
were exceeded in one batch of bottled water suitable
for infants taken from the producer. These organotroph-
ic bacteria are indicators of general contamination and
are regarded as relatively insignificant health hazards,
despite the fact that they indicate issues such as a fail-
ure to follow correct manufacturing practices, or stor-
age at unsuitable temperatures.

In 90 batches of unpackaged ice cream, the hygiene
criterion for the production process was exceeded for
indicator microorganisms of the Enterobacteriaceae
family in public catering facilities.

Samples of ice intended for use in beverages were tak-
en from ice makers in public catering facilities in order
to determine the hygiene safety level of the production
environment, the handling of ice and its storage. The
results of the microbiological examination show that

70 batches of ice did not meet requirements. In 16 cases,
the limits for health indicators were exceeded, name-

ly for Escherichia coli and intestinal enterococci, and

in 54 cases, only the quality indicator limits were ex-
ceeded (coliform bacteria and colony counts increasing
at 22 °C and 36 °C, and live organisms).

In one swab sample taken from objects and devic-
es used in a restaurant, pathogenic bacteria Listeria
monocytogenes were found.

2] Summary
of inspection results

for selected groups
of foreign substances

In 2022, inspections for foreign substances were carried
out for a total of 1776 foodstuff batches, out of which
94 (5.3%) were non-compliant. The highest number

of tested samples focused on the determination of pes-
ticide residue content.

854 food batches were tested with the objective

of determining the level of pesticide residues present.
Above-limit amounts of pesticide residue were found

in 77 batches. These were mainly batches of green tea,
mate, chilli peppers, citrus fruits, lychees, peppers, to-
matoes, basil and coriander.

Za Ucelem stanoveni rezidui pesticidl bylo odebrano
854 sarzi potravin. Nadlimitni mnoZstvi rezidui pesticidd
bylo zjisténo u 77 Sarzi. Jednalo se zejména o Sarze ze-
lenych ¢ajd, maté, chilli papricek, citrusovych plodu, lici,
paprik, raj¢at, bazalky nebo koriandru.

In the group of samples taken for the determination

of mycotoxins, 3 batches were evaluated as unsatisfac-
tory out of the total number of 459 inspected samples.
These were Organic non-dairy oatmeal with an exceed-
ed maximum limit for Ochratoxin A content, and Brazil
nuts and hazelnut kernels with an exceeded maximum
limit for aflatoxin content.

A total of 321 batches were taken to determine the
amount of chemical elements present. 227 samples
were analysed for their content of contaminants (cad-
mium, lead, mercury, tin, arsenic) and 111 samples were
analysed for their content of other elements (e.g. alu-
minium, etc.). 12 batches were evaluated as being unsat-
isfactory. Food supplements made up the largest group
of non-compliant batches. Four food supplements
contained metallic magnesium, the use of which is not
permitted in foodstuffs. Two batches of diatomaceous
earth contained lead and one batch contained mercury
in a quantity which exceeds the maximum limit. Pepper
for which the maximum cadmium content had been
exceeded was also detected.

Polycyclic aromatic hydrocarbon (PAH) content was
checked for a total of 56 foodstuff batches, and one
batch, namely smoked sprats in vegetable oil, did not
meet the requirements.

Nitrate content was checked for a total of 86 batches

of foodstuffs, and one sample of organic baby spinach
did not meet requirements.

In 2022, a total of 969 batches of foodstuffs were
checked for their content of preservatives, colourings
and sweeteners, and 52 of the batches were evaluated
as unsatisfactory.

The largest proportion of evaluated analytes were pre-
servatives such as sulphur dioxide (E 220), sorbic acid
(E 200) and benzoic acid (E 210). Of the above-men-
tioned number, the content of preservatives was
evaluated for a total of 586 batches of foodstuffs, with
28 batches being evaluated as unsatisfactory. In five
cases, sulphur dioxide was found in chilli sauces orig-
inating in third countries where the inclusion of this
preservative is not allowed. Furthermore, unauthorized
content of sulphur dioxide was found in vegetable sal-
ad, and in the case of aromatized wine, sulphur dioxide
was not listed as an allergen. The presence of sulphur
dioxide in above-limit quantities was found in mead.

In two other batches of mead, above-limit amounts

of sorbic acid were found, and in one case of a food
supplement in the form of a beverage, sorbic and ben-
zoic acids were not declared on the packaging. Other
findings concerned exceeding the permitted amount
of sulphur dioxide in fourteen batches of wine, and the
permitted amount of sorbic acid was exceeded in two
batches of wine. In one case, an above-limit quanti-

ty of sulphur dioxide was found in partially fermented
grape must ("burc¢ak”).

The content of colourings was analysed in 258 batch-
es, and 13 of them were found to be non-compliant.

In two cases, ammonia colouring - sulphite caramel
(E150d) was present in honey, where this colouring is not
permitted. Above-limit quantities of SY colouring (E110)
was found in a lollipop. In two batches of decorative
modelling paste, the presence of above-limit amounts
of synthetic colourings was found, and in one batch the
presence of erythrosine (E127) was found, which is not
permitted for this foodstuff.

In two cases, permitted but undeclared colourings were
found. The foodstuffs were a decorative paste (marzi-
pan) and a flavoured drink. In another five cases there
was no complementary information on food packaging
stating the “name or number of the E colouring: these
may adversely affect the activity and attention of chil-
dren”, which is compulsory if the food contains what are
known as “azo colourings” This deficiency was found

in a confectionery product - a “fruit pudding bar” - and

The content of sweeteners was evaluated in 125 batch-
es, via both laboratory analyses and the assess-

ment of recipe compositions. 11 batches were found

to be non-compliant. In ten cases, the reason was the
presence of a sweetener that was not permitted for the
given foodstuffs, out of which in three cases unauthor-
ized sweeteners were used (steviol-glycosides (E960A),
sucralose (E 955), acesulfame K (E 950)) in an instant
pancake mixture. In two cases, the presence of ste-
viol-glycosides was determined in nut butters, and

in one case, steviol-glycosides were found in an instant
porridge mixture. Acesulfame K was found in a food
supplement drink. This unauthorized sweetener was
also present in an instant coffee drink, and saccharine
(E 954) was found in a chocolate-flavoured instant drink.
In one case, the addition of unauthorized saccharin was
proven in wine. An above-limit amount of sweetener
(sucralose) was found in one case of a food supplement
with sweeteners in the form of tablets.

“Fruit and Vegetables for Schools” project
inspections

According to the agreement on cooperation between
CAFIA and SAIF, inspections are performed in relation
to this school project in which approved suppliers sup-
ply fresh and processed fruit and vegetables to prima-
ry schools. In 2022, inspections were performed, and
the deliveries of fresh and processed fruit and vegeta-
bles to primary schools were found satisfactory. A total
of 45 inspections were performed and samples were
taken from 40 batches of fresh fruit, vegetables and
fruit drinks. In one case, a delivery of apples was de-
tected which did not correspond to a minimum weight
of 100 g/portion.

Inspection of edible and inedible flowers used

in the food industry

The targeted inspection was aimed at verifying com-
pliance with requirements for the safety, labelling and
trackability of edible flowers. Risk management inspec-
tion also took place concerning the use of inedible flow-
er decorations as a material coming into contact with
food (e.g. in confectionery production, public catering
facilities). From May to August 2022, inspections were
performed at growers of edible flowers in primary agri-
cultural production, in the market network on the prem-
ises of sellers of packed edible flowers, as well as at con-
fectionery production and public catering facilities,
where it was checked whether flowers were intended
for consumption or inedible decoration. As a part of the
20 inspections, 2 samples of edible flowers were taken
to determine pesticide residues, and no non-compli-
ance was found. It was found that the principles of cor-
rect agricultural, production and hygiene practice

were followed in the growing and processing of edible
flowers by the inspected producers. Hygiene regula-
tions were not violated in confectionery production and
public catering facilities.

Ad-hoc inspection of tomato production

During an ad-hoc inspection activity, CAFIA inspectors
focused on the balance sheets of growers concern-
ing the number of tomatoes produced and tomatoes
placed on the market, following this up with inspec-
tions at sales cooperatives, packaging facilities and
distributors, where documents concerning deliveries
of Czech tomatoes were compared with the quantity
of tomatoes distributed further, according to product
sales documents. A total of 30 inspections were carried
out at 19 inspected entities. In summary, the inspec-
tion findings were satisfactory in terms of the balance
of production and the supply of goods to customers.
Suspicions concerning falsification of the origin of to-

Kontrola pFitomnosti ethylenoxidu a propylenoxidu
v potravinach

Cilem kontrolni akce bylo ovérit pritomnost ethylenoxi-
du v potravinach, u kterych byly v minulosti nalezy zjisto-
vany, nebo u komodit, které byly ozndmeny prostrednic-
tvim systému RASFF.V ramci kontrolni akce byla rovnéz
ovérovana pritomnost propylenoxidu, coz je latka, ktera
se podobné jako ethylenoxid mUze pouZivat v potravi-
narském pramyslu k zamezeni mikrobialni kontaminace,
likvidaci $kodlivych bakterii a minimalizaci rlstu kvasi-
nek a plisni.

matoes and unidentified tomato inputs were not con-
firmed. In the distribution chain, there were no faults

as far as the unauthorized marking of tomatoes with the
Czech Republic as their country of origin is concerned.

Ad-hoc inspection of the residue content of foreign
substances in apples

The aim of the inspection activity, which took place after
harvesting in 2022, was to check the safety of apples
which are sold to consumers at low prices. Furthermore,
the inspections evaluated quality and labelling accord-
ing to the special business standard for apples, and

the accompanying documents were checked. A total

of 46 inspections were carried out at 18 inspected en-
tities. 51 batches of apples with a low selling price with
different countries of origin were inspected. Of these,
20 laboratory samples were taken to determine pesti-
cide residue content. The laboratory analyses did not
prove the presence of pesticide residues above the per-
mitted maximum residue limits according to valid legal
regulations. There was no violation of the requirements
for labelling at the retail level, and the apples also met
quality requirements. The results do not confirm any
suspicions concerning the sale of quality non-compliant
or cheap apples that are anything other than safe.

Ad-hoc inspection of oregano and other spices

The ad-hoc inspection activity focused on the check-
ing of quality requirements — mostly regarding orega-
no and other similar botanical species of spices. A to-
tal of 12 batches of single-species spice were taken,

of which there were 7 batches of oregano, 2 batches

of basil, 2 batches of marjoram and one batch of thyme.
All of the batches were evaluated as satisfactory ac-
cording to the valid decree.

Inspections of poppy seed with regard

to the presence of morphine alkaloids

Poppy seed originating in other EU member states and
third countries was of particular interest, along with its
suitability for use in the food industry in terms of the
presence of morphine alkaloids. Apart from morphine
alkaloids, the poppy seed batches were examined for
the presence of pesticide residues and chemical ele-
ments. For reported consignments of poppy seed, an in-
spection assessing whether the food recipient at the
place of destination fulfilled the required obligation

to provide information pursuant to Decree No.172/2015
Coll. was conducted; this involved taking of samples

to determine morphine alkaloids.

This inspection activity involved a total of 15 inspections
carried out for a total of 7 inspected entities. No short-
comings were found in the fulfilment of the obligation
to provide information pursuant to Decree No.172/2015
Coll. for the import of poppy seed at any food business
operation. 15 batches were analysed for the presence
of morphine alkaloids, 6 batches for chemical elements
and 9 batches for pesticide residues. One batch of pop-

Dle nafizeni Komise (EHS) &.2568/91 musi kazdy &lensky
stat zajistit ovérovani udajl deklarovanych na etiketé oli-
vovych olejl, pocet vzorkd je zavisly na mnoZstvi olivové-
ho oleje uvadéného na trh — v CR, ktera neni produkéni
zemi, je pocet zkontrolovanych Sarzi zavisly na spotrebé
olivového oleje. Vysledky téchto ovérovani jsou zasila-
ny do Evropské komise. V roce 2022 bylo zkontrolovano

Ad hoc inspection of ethylene oxide and propylene
oxide in foodstuffs

The aim of the inspection activity was to check the
presence of ethylene oxide in foodstuffs where it had
been found in the past, orin commodities which were
reported through the RASFF system. As a part of the
inspections, the presence of propylene oxide was also
checked. This is a substance which can be used, as is the
case with ethylene oxide, in the food industry to prevent
microbial contamination, to destroy harmful bacteria
and minimise yeast and mould growth.

As a part of the inspections, a total of 12 samples were
taken for the determination of ethylene oxide and

3 samples for the determination of propylene ox-

ide. Analyses for the presence of ethylene oxide were
carried out on samples of sesame originating in India,

in food supplements, in additives originating in third
countries, and in spices. Ethylene oxide and its metab-
olite 2- chloroethanol were found in food supplements
(Morinda powder, Ashwagandha, Brahmi), in additives
(E410, E415), and in samples of ground black pepper. All
the samples met the MRL for ethylene oxide laid down
in Regulation (EC) No.396/2005 of the European Parlia-
ment and Council. The assumption that propylene oxide
could possibly be found was not confirmed, and propyl-
ene oxide was not detected in any almond samples.

Inspection of the characteristic features of olive
oils

Pursuant to Commission Regulation (EEC) No.2568/9],
each member state must ensure the verification of data
declared on the labelling of olive oils. The number of test
samples required depends on the quantity of olive oil
placed on the market - in the Czech Republic, which

is not a producing country, the number of test samples
required depends on olive oil consumption. The results
of these checks are sent to the European Commission.
In 2022, 21 samples of extra virgin olive oil were collect-
ed, which is more than the mandatory number accord-
ing to the quantity of olive oil placed on the market.

The aim of the centrally managed activity was to verify
whether extra virgin oils meet the physical and chem-
ical parameters laid down by Commission Regulation
(EEC) No.2568/91 on the Characteristics of Olive Oil and
Olive-residue QOil, and on the Relevant Methods of Anal-
yses (hereinafter referred to as “Commission Regulation
(EEC) No.2568/91").

In the course of the inspection activity, 21 batches

of extra virgin olive oils were tested: 8 oils from Greece,
7 from Spain and 4 from the EU. The remaining 2 were
a mixture of oils from the EU and outside the EU.

Analyses pursuant to Commission Regulation (EEC)
No.2568/91 were conducted on all the inspected batch-
es to determine if the olive oils had been potentially
adulterated by other types of oil - these analyses were
conducted at the CAFIA laboratory in Prague. All the
evaluated batches were satisfactory.

Furthermore, a sensory analysis of all the batches was
carried out according to Regulation (EEC) No.2568/91.
This analysis, which must be conducted by an approved
sensory panel, is used to confirm the declared olive oil
category (in this case, all the oils were declared ex-

tra virgin). CAFIA employs an approved sensory panel

in Slovenia for this purpose, the Laboratory of Olive Oil
Tasting, Zelena ulica 8 6310 IZOLA. Out of the 21 evaluat-
ed samples, 7 were evaluated as non-compliant (1 from
Spain, 3 from Greece, 1 from the EU and the 2 samples
that were a mixture from the EU and outside the EU).

Pursuant to Art. 2 (2) of Commission Regulation (EEC)
No.2568/97, in such cases the party concerned has the
right to request a counter-assessment from two other
approved testing panels, of which at least one must

be in the country of origin of the oil.

5 of the inspected entities whose samples were rated
unsatisfactory during the sensory evaluation carried out
in Slovenia requested the execution of counter-assess-
ments (1 inspected entity did not request any opponent
evaluations, and the result therefore remained unsat-
isfactory, and in the case of one batch, the counter-as-
sessment would not have time to take place before the
expiry of the DMP, and the result was therefore not eval-
uated). The counter-assessment was conducted by sen-
sory testing panels in Greece and Spain. For 4 of the
batches, the counter-assessments confirmed the un-
satisfactory evaluation of the laboratory in Slovenia.

Even after the sensory analyses for the purposes

of counter-assessment, it can be stated that 5 batches
continued to be found non-compliant, i.e. the oils did
not meet the standards of their declared category of ex-
tra virgin olive oil.

In 2022, 23.8% of the inspected batches were evaluated
as non-compliant with regard to the olive oil catego-

ry (in 2021 it was approx. 45.5%). There was a decrease
in detections of non-compliance, which has been above
30% over the past several years.

Inspection of the safety of coffee (ground)
marketed in the capsule form, with a focus

on content of ochratoxin A

With the increasing popularity of coffee machines

in households and companies, the market share of cof-
fees placed on the market in the form of disposable
capsules is also increasing. Different types of capsules
are offered to the consumer not only in food stores and
non-food stores, but also on the Internet. Coffee is one

substance.

14 batches of different brands were inspected, includ-
ing private brands. All of checked batches were found
to be satisfactory.

Ad hoc inspection of food supplements containing
amygdalin

The reason for carrying out this inspection activity was
the alarming results of the ad hoc inspection of food
supplements containing amygdalin in 2021. During that
ad hoc inspection, some food supplements were found
to contain amygdalin in such quantities that it may pose
a health risk to consumers. The aim of this inspection
activity was to verify whether food supplements con-
taining amygdalin pose a risk to consumers, i.e. whether
they can be considered foodstuffs harmful to human
health in accordance with Article 14 (2) a) of Regulation
(EC) No.178/2002, and thus not meeting the require-
ments set in Article 17 (1) of Regulation (EC) No.178/2002,
and so may not be placed on the market as such.

As a part of this extraordinary inspection, a total

of 7 batches of food supplements were taken for the
determination of amygdalin content, 3 batches of which
being subsequently evaluated as foodstuffs harmful

to health in accordance with Article 14 (2) (a) of Regula-
tion (EC) No.178/2002, and therefore unsatisfactory.

Inspection of food supplements containing folic acid
The reason for carrying out this inspection activity was,
among others, the use of a newly validated method for
determining the form of folic acid - the glucosamine
salt of (6S)-5-methyltetrahydrofolic (“Quatrefolic”) acid.
The glucosamine salt of (6S)-5-methyltetrahydrovolic
acid is a new food ingredient, whose placement on the
market has been authorized by Commission Imple-
menting Decision 2014/154/EU. The aim of this in-
spection activity was to check the content of folic acid
declared in the composition of food supplements, and
to subsequently evaluate whether misleading informa-
tion is provided as to the composition of these prod-
ucts.

During this centrally managed inspection activity,

a total of 8 batches were taken of food supplements
which were declared to contain folic acid (or some of its
permitted forms: glucosamine salt of (6S)-5-meth-
yltetrahydrofolic, “Quatrefolic” acid, calcium methyl-
folate, pteroylmonoglutamic acid). All 8 batches met
the requirements of Article 7 (1) a) of Council Regulation
(EU) No.1169/2011, as amended, i.e. the declared content
of folic acid corresponded to the values determined

in the laboratory.

Inspection of additives

This centrally managed inspection activity was aimed
at checking the legality of the use of substitute sweet-
eners in instant cocoa drinks for vending machines, and
instant coffee and cocoa drinks intended for retail sale,
checking for the presence of colourings - compliance
with the required quantity limit and the labelling of col-
ourings in selected foods, checking the labelling of table
sweeteners, and checking the purity of additives that
had been found to be problematic in previous inspec-
tion findings.

A total of 13 batches of sweeteners in instant cocoa and
coffee drinks were checked. Two batches did not meet
the requirements of Regulation (EC) No.1333/2008

on food additives due to their content of a sweetener
that is not permitted for the given type of product. A to-
tal of 20 batches were tested as part of the inspection
of colourings in selected foodstuffs (confectionery, dec-
orative substances, flavoured drinks). A total of 4 batch-
es were non-compliant. During the inspection of the
labelling of table sweeteners, a total of 11 products were
examined on-site, with insufficient labelling found for

a total of four of them. During an inspection of the purity
of additives, a total of 20 batches of individual additives
were taken and evaluated in a laboratory according

to the requirements of Regulation (EU) No.231/2012. All
of the batches complied with the requirements of said
regulation.

Ad hoc inspection of protein foodstuffs for their
content of additives, particularly sweeteners
Based on a report, an ad hoc inspection was carried
out with the aim of verifying the legality of the use

of sweeteners, or also other additives, in selected cate-
gories of protein foodstuffs (with the exception of food
supplements), such as mixtures for the preparation

of protein pancakes, porridges, drinks, protein bars and
protein nut butters.

A total of 45 samples were taken to the laboratory, out
of which 13 were evaluated as non-compliant. Seven
batches were non-compliant due to their unauthorized
content of sweeteners for the given categories of food-
stuffs. Five batches were non-compliant due to their
content of thickeners which are not permitted for de-
hydrated products intended for rehydration at the time
of consumption. In one case, an unsatisfactory conclu-
sion was reached due to the declaration of a sweetener
that was not proven in the laboratory.

Inspections of public catering facilities focusing

on the performance of seed germination (except
microgreens)

The production of sprouts within catering services

is considered a form of primary production and is sub-
ject to all legislative rules established for operations
producing sprouts, including the approval of operations
pursuant to Regulation (EU) No.210/2013 on the approv-
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tivni pravidla stanovena pro provozy produkujici klicky

Objektem kontroly byly provozovny spo-
le¢ného stravovani, které pouzivaji k pfipravé pokrm
klicky. Kontrola byla zamérena na schvalovani provoz( —
zda byly kli¢ky vyprodukovéany (ne)schvalenym produ-
centem, kontrola nabyvacich doklad( a sledovatelnost
klickd. Soucasti kontrol bylo i dosetfeni sledovatelnosti
u dodavateld kli¢kd.

V ramci kontrolni akce bylo provedeno 152 kontrolnich
vstupl u 111 kontrolovanych osob, z nichz 73 bylo v kom-
petenci SZPI a 38 v kompetenci KHS. K vlastni produkci
klickd v ramci provozoven spole¢ného stravovani docha-
zi spi$e vyjimed&né (9 %; 10 pfipadl ze 111), previdda (91 %,
101/111) ndkup hotovych kli¢ka pfes rizné dodavatele,

a to predevsim vyprodukovanych holandskymi schva-
lenymi vyrobci, v mensi mife jsou nakupovany kli¢cky
vyprodukované ¢eskym schvalenym producentem. Kon-
trolou v provozovnach v kompetenci SZPI bylo zjisténo
celkem 7 neschvélenych provozU spoleéného stravovani
produkujicich klicky. V provozovnach pod dozorem KHS
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al of operations producing sprouts pursuant to Article 6
of Regulation (EC) No.852/2004. For these reasons,
pursuant to Section 16 of Act No.110/1997 Coll., the pro-
duction of sprouts at all catering facilities falls within the
competence of CAFIA, which also means the produc-
tion of sprouts in public catering facilities which are
supervised by Regional Hygiene Stations. The subject

of the inspection was public catering facilities which

use sprouts in the preparation of food. The inspection
focused on the approval of operations - whether the
sprouts were produced by a (non) approved producer,
checking of purchase documents and the traceability

of the sprouts. The inspections also included an investi-
gation into the traceability of the supplier of the sprouts.

During the inspection activity, 152 inspections were
performed at 111 inspected entities, out of which 73 were
within the competence of CAFIA and 38 were within the
competence of Regional Hygiene Stations. Self-produc-
tion of sprouts occurs rather rarely at public catering
facilities (9%,; 10 cases out of 111), and the purchasing

of sprouts via various suppliers prevails (91%; 101/111),
particularly those sprouts produced by approved Dutch
producers, while sprouts produced by approved Czech
producers are in the minority. A total of 7 unauthorised
public catering facilities producing sprouts were found
among the establishments under the competence

of CAFIA, while 2 unauthorised public catering facilities
producing sprouts were found among the establish-
ments under the supervision of Regional Hygiene Sta-
tions. Furthermore, one unauthorised domestic “indus-
trial” producer of sprouts and one unauthorised Slovak
sprout producer were found.

A total of 32 bans were imposed, including 7 bans on the
use of all premises of the inspected establishment for
the production of germinated seeds (sprouts), as these
were unauthorised operations.

Inspection of frying oils in public catering facili-
ties with a simultaneous focus on the application
of mitigating measures aimed at reducing acryla-
mide content set out in Annex ll, Part A of Regulati-
on (EU) 2017/2158 for the preparation of deep-fried
potato products

During the inspection activity, tests were carried out

to determine whether “burnt” frying oils and fats which
show signs of an unacceptable degree of thermal de-
composition were being used to prepare meals. Such
frying oils and fats are considered to be foods unsuit-
able for consumption under Art. 14 (5) of Regulation

(EC) N0.178/2002. Another objective of the inspection
activity was to verify whether or not operators of public
catering facilities were applying key mitigation meas-
ures to reduce the presence of acrylamide in food.

The assessment of whether used frying oil/fat shows
signs of undesirable thermal decomposition was con-
ducted based on the sensory evaluation of frying oils.

Cilem kontrolni akce bylo rovnéz pro-
vérit, zda provozovatelé zafizeni spole¢ného stravovani
uplatnovali kli¢ova zmirnujici opatreni ke snizeni pritom-
nosti akrylamidu v potravinach.

Posouzeni, zda pouzivany fritovaci olej/tuk vykazuje
znamky nezddouciho stupné tepelného rozkladu, bylo
provedeno na zakladé senzorického hodnoceni frito-
vacich olejd.

Z celkového poctu 134 provérovanych provo-
zoven spole¢ného stravovani bylo pouziti ,prepaleného”
oleje zjisténo u 7,5 % provozoven.

V radmci Ustredné fizené kontroly bylo kromé fritovacich
olejd a tukl odebrano i 21 vzorkd fritovanych hranolkd

z brambor do laboratore ke stanoveni obsahu akrylami-
du. Celkem 3 vzorky prekrocily porovnavaci hodnotu pro
pritomnost akrylamidu v potravinach.

An auxiliary measurement of total polar materials (TPM)
using a Testo 270 instrument was also conducted. Lab-
oratory testing to determine levels of polymerized tria-
cylglycerols (PTG) was carried out on selected samples
of frying oils.

The inspection of frying oils was conducted at 134 pub-
lic catering facilities, these being mainly restaurants and
fast-food establishments. During the inspection, a total
of 162 samples of frying fats and oils were evaluated.

10 samples were evaluated using sensory methods and
the auxiliary determination of total polar material (TPM)
and polymerised triacylglycerol (PTG) as being a food-
stuff unsuitable for human consumption or unsuitable
for the preparation of meals, as applicable. It was found
that non-compliant samples of frying oils accounted for
6.2% of the total of 162 samples which were assessed
during the inspection activity.

For 2 of the samples tested, auxiliary determination

of TPM and PTG indicated a very high degree of thermal
disintegration. Out of the total number of 134 inspected
public catering facilities, the use of “burnt” oil was iden-
tified at 7.5% of facilities.

In addition to the frying oil and fat samples, 21 samples
of fried potato chips were also taken to the laborato-
ry to determine their acrylamide content during the
centrally managed inspection activity. A total of 3 sam-
ples exceeded the benchmark value for the presence
of acrylamide in foods.

9 public catering facilities (out of the total number
of 136 inspected) failed to meet the hygiene require-
ments for such facilities stipulated in Regulation (EC)
No.852/2004, Annex Il, on food hygiene.

The results of the centrally managed inspections showed
that it would be desirable to continue devoting greater
attention to inspections focused on the use of frying oils
and fats in public catering facilities in the future.

Inspection of the authenticity of information

in the food menu provided at public catering
facilities, with a focus on consumer deception

The aim of this thematic inspection was to check
whether false or misleading information is being provid-
ed to consumers. Inspections were specifically focused
on cases of consumer deception, where the use of high-
er quality and usually more expensive food is declared

in the menu, although in reality lower quality or cheaper
raw materials are used to prepare the food. During the
inspection activity, the provision of misleading informa-
tion was investigated at a total of 211 different catering
facilities. The provision of misleading information in the
food menu for consumers was ascertained in 34 estab-
lishments, which represents a total of 16% of the total
number of establishments inspected.

Kontrola pravosti idaju pFi nabidce pokrmu

v provozovnach spoleéného stravovani zamérena
na klamani spotrebitele

Cilem tematické kontroly bylo provéfit, zda nejsou pfi
uvadéni pokrmU na trh poskytovany spotrebiteli ne-
pravdivé nebo zavadéjici informace. Kontroly byly cilené
zaméreny zejména na pripady klamani spotrebiteld,
kdy je v nabidce pokrmu deklarovano pouziti kvalitnéj-
$i a zpravidla i drazsi potraviny, ackoliv ve skutecnosti

je k pripravé pokrmu pouzita méné kvalitni a levné;si
surovina.V ramci kontrolni akce bylo provéreno uvadéni
zavadéjicich informaci na celkem 211 rlznych provozov-
nach spolec¢ného stravovani. Poskytovani zavadéjicich
informaci v nabidce pokrmU pro spotrebitele bylo zjis-
téno u 34 provozoven, coz predstavuje 16 % z celkového
poctu kontrolovanych provozoven.

Z hlediska surovin pouzivanych k pfipravé pokrmuU se
ukazaly jako nejproblematictéjsi mlécné vyrobky. Nej-
Castéji se jednalo o situaci, kdy bylo zjisténo neopravné-

Kontroly dale odhalily poskytovani zavadéjicich infor-
maci o pouziti Sunky, ktera byla nahrazena jinym mas-
nym vyrobkem nizsi kvality. ZjiSténo bylo i neopravnéné
uvedeni vyrazu ,parmska $unka” (esky ekvivalent pro
chranéné oznadeni plvodu ,Prosciutto di Parma”). Pri
kontrole Udajd o druhu masa pouzitého k pripravé pokr-
mu bylo ve dvou pripadech laboratorné potvrzeno uva-
déni zavadéjicich udajt. U pokrmu ,Jehnéci saslik” byla
kromé jehnédi bilkoviny zjisténa i kozi bilkovina. U pokr-
mu ,Hovézi kebab"” byla kromé hovézi bilkoviny zjisténa
i bilkovina veprova a krati.
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With regard to the ingredients used to prepare dishes,
dairy products proved to be the most problematic. Most
often, it was a situation where the unauthorised use

of the term “Parmesan” was detected, giving the false
impression that cheese bearing the protected designa-
tion of origin “Parmigiano-Reggiano” was used, which

is protected against any misuse, imitation or false label-
ling. Other hard, long-aged cheeses were actually used
to prepare the dishes. There were very frequent cases
when cheese with mould on the surface was declared
as cheese of the Hermelin brand, but the use of the
same type of cheese but of a different brand (Cam-
embert-style cheeses of different brands) was proven.
Quite often, the use of dairy products (cream or cheese)
was declared on the menu, even though alternative
products based on vegetable fats and oils were used

in reality. In one case, unauthorised use of the protected
designation of origin Grana Padano was also detected.

The inspections also revealed the provision of mislead-
ing information concerning the use of ham, which was
replaced by another meat product of lower quality.
Unauthorised use of the term "Parma ham” (“parmska
sSunka” — the Czech equivalent for the protected desig-
nation of origin "Prosciutto di Parma”) was also detect-
ed. When checking the data on the type of meat used
for the preparation of dishes, the provision of mislead-
ing information was confirmed in the laboratory in two
cases. In a dish labelled “Lamb shashlik’, goat protein
was found in addition to lamb protein. In a dish labelled
"Beef kebab”, pork and turkey protein was also detected.

As part of the inspection activity, the veracity of infor-
mation provided when offering draft and bottled drinks
was also checked. Acommon finding was the offering
of the spirit named “tuzemak” (made from spirit, water
and rum essence) under the name “rum”.

Inspection of fulfilment of the notification

and storage obligations for wine products

The aim of the inspection was to verify fulfiiment of no-
tification and storage obligations pursuant to Section
14a) and 14b) of Act No.321/2004 Coll. on Viniculture and
Viticulture, as amended. Samples from batches of bulk
wine were also taken for laboratory analysis during this
inspection activity.

As of 1.4.2017, recipients are obliged to inform the Vine-
yard Register of each shipment of wine products imme-
diately upon its arrival at its first delivery location in the
Czech Republic, and this no later than within 12 hours

of said arrival. Bulk wine is the only one of the stipulated
wine products that additionally must remain at the first
place of delivery for 10 subsequent days.

In the period from 1.1.2022 to 31.12.2022, a to-

tal of 2599 reports of the arrival of bulk wine were
made, which is 4 004 batches, amounting to a total
of 57 245 376 litres. Most frequently it was bulk wine

Povinnosti pfijemct je od 1.4.2017 oznamit prostfednic-
tvim Registru vinic zasilku vinarskych produktd bez-
prostredné po jejich prichodu do prvniho mista doda-
ni na tzemi CR, nejpozdéji véak do 12 hodin po tomto
prichodu. Nebalené vino jako jediné ze stanovenych
vinarskych produktd musi nasledné 10 dnd leZzet v misté
prvniho dodani.

V obdobi 0d 1.1.2022 do 31.12.2022 bylo oznameno celkem
2599 hlaseni prijmu nebaleného vina, coz predstavuje
4004 sarzi v celkovém mnozstvi 57 245 376 litr(. NejCastéji
se jednalo o nebalené vino plivodem z Madarska, Itélie,
épanélska, Argentiny, Slovenska, Rakouska a Moldavska.

V rdmci kontroly bylo inspektory provedeno celkem 367
kontrolnich vstup, béhem kterych byla provérena ozna-
movaci povinnost u 739 $arZi (tj.18,5 % z celkového podtu
ozndmenych $arzi nebalenych vin) v celkovém objemu
10 690 955 litra (tj.18,7 % z celkového objemu ozndme-
nych $arZi nebalenych vin).

V laboratofi bylo analyzovano 152 $arzi nebalenych vin

v celkovém objemu 2 584 432 litrd. Laboratornim rozbo-
ram nevyhovély celkem 2 $arze nebalenych vin. U neba-
leného vina ptivodem ze Spanélska v objemu 21,4 tis. litrd
byl zjistén prekroceny povoleny limit pro obsah médi.
Naopak u druhého nebaleného vina plvodem z Rakous-
ka v objemu 200 litrd neodpovidala namérena hodnota
skute¢ného obsahu alkoholu deklaraci na obalu vyrobku
a pravodniho dokladu. Ostatni vzorky byly vyhodnoceny
jako vyhovujici.

K¢, a to
ve vztahu k nesplnéni oznamovaci nebo uskladrnovaci
povinnosti dle § 14a nebo § 14b zdkona ¢.321/2004 Sb.

originating in Hungary, Italy, Spain, Argentina, Slovakia,
Austria and Moldova.

During the inspection activity, the inspectors carried out
a total of 367 inspections, during which the notification
duty was checked for 739 batches (i.e. 18.5% of the total
number of reported batches of bulk wine) with a total
volume of 10 690 955 litres (i.e. 18.7% of the total volume
of reported batches of bulk wine).

152 batches of bulk wine were taken for the purpos-

es of laboratory analysis, amounting to a total volume
of 2584 432 litres. 2 batches of bulk wine were found

to be unsatisfactory during the laboratory analyses. The
permitted limit for copper content was found to have
been exceeded in 21.4 thousand litres of bulk wine orig-
inating in Spain. In contrast, in the case of the second
bulk wine - originating in Austria, with a volume of 200
litres — the actual measured alcohol content did not
correspond to the declaration on the product label and
the accompanying document. The other samples were
evaluated as being satisfactory.

In this inspection activity, other offences were deter-
mined, such as: late notification of the receipt of bulk
wine from the first place of delivery (or the report was
not submitted at all), non-compliance with the 10-day
storage duty, and also insufficiently kept records,

or missing or incomplete accompanying documents,
or inappropriate hygiene conditions in the facility.

In 2022, 12 administrative proceedings were finalised
legally, with the imposition of sanctions to a total

of 695 thousand CZK related to the non-fulfilment
of the notification or storage obligation pursuant

to Section 14 a or 14 b of Act No.321/2004 Coll.

Since the effective date of the amendment of the Act
on Viniculture and Viticulture No.321/2004 Coll,, i.e. from
the effective date of the duty to perform notification
and storage, a total of 65 administrative proceedings
have been finalised for the illegal sale of cask wine, with
the imposition of sanctions to a total amount of 6 310
thousand CZK (this also includes many other offences).

Inspection of the method of selling wine in “wine
shop - bottling plant” establishments

The aim of the inspection was to verify, through pur-
chases for the purpose of inspection, whether wines

in packaging intended for consumers were offered and
sold in accordance with legal regulations. It particularly
focused on the verification of requirements that must
be met by “wine shop - bottling facility” food business
operators that bottle bulk wine into packaging intended
for consumers (in advance).

During the inspection activity, inspectors carried out

a total of 106 inspections (at a total of 96 operators), dur-
ing which 41 of these inspections ascertained at least

A number of other
serious deficiencies were also found, such as the mis-
leading labelling of products, inconsistent record book
keeping, the marketing of products without a valid ac-
companying document, etc.

Inspection of partially fermented grape must
(incl. buréik)

The aim of the inspection was to verify the quality pa-
rameters of partially fermented grape must (including
burdék), its proper labelling, traceability, cover docu-
ments, and in some cases also hygiene and other re-
quirements.

Only partially fermented grape must made from grapes
originating exclusively in the Czech Republic can be la-
belled and marketed as burcak. It is only permitted

to offer partially fermented grape must for consump-
tion from 1.8 .to 30.11. each calendar year.

A total of 259 inspections (in 209 establishments)
were carried out as part of this inspection activity

in 2022, of which 41 determined at least one instance
of non-compliance.

A total of 52 batches of partially fermented grape must
(of which 16 batches were requested by a consumer)
were taken for laboratory analysis. 4 batches of partially
fermented grape must (labelled as buréak) originat-
ing in the Czech Republic failed in the laboratory. In the
first case, the above-limit actual alcohol content did
not meet the definition of a viticultural product (partial-
ly fermented grape must is obtained via fermentation
of grape must so that it consequently contains a real
alcohol content that is higher than 1% by volume, but
lower than three fifths of the total alcoholic strength,
by volume), and it also exceeded the permitted limit for
the natural increase in alcohol content in the product
(termed "enrichment”). In the second case, it was proven
that the permitted (maximum) limit for the total con-
tent of sulphur dioxide was exceeded. In the third case,
a serious violation of legal regulations was proven - fal-
sification - unauthorised addition of water took place,
and the permitted limit for a natural increase in alco-
hol content in the product was exceeded (enrichment).
In the fourth case, a serious violation of legal regulations
was also proven - falsification - unauthorised addition
of water.

During these unsatisfactory inspections, shortcom-

ings in proper labelling (e.g. misuse of the traditional
term "burc¢ak” — the product was offered by the seller

as burc¢ak when it was actually partially fermented grape
must originating in, e.g. Hungary or Slovakia), accompa-
nying documents (missing or incorrect mandatory data),
hygiene conditions, etc.

Audits at food processing operators

The audit is one of the forms of CAFIA inspection whose
aim is to check the functionality of FBO system meas-
ures. Since 2008, FBO audits have been systematically
used and planned in annual intervals. In 2022, CAFIA
inspectors carried out a total of 93 audits at FBOs. As far
as the inspections are concerned, the audits examined

a total of 193 types of activity. In some cases, the FBO
audit included the inspection of more than one operat-
ed food enterprise activity. In 2022, the most frequently
audited activity was food production. It was the subject
of a food safety audit 127 times in total. This was fol-
lowed by audited “retail and wholesale activities” (39x),
followed by audited public catering activities (27x). The
FBO audit remains an integral part of CAFIA’s inspection
activities, as it is a method that provides not only our au-
thority but also the audited FBO entities with the most
comprehensive possible insight into the real operations
of food processing companies.

Inspection of protected geographical indication
and protected designation of origin of foodstuffs
(except for wine)

In accordance with the legislation in force (in particular
Regulation (EU) No.1151/2012 and the Regulation of the

of the European Parliament No.88/2004), every pro-
ducer is to be checked for compliance with the rules for
the specification of foodstuffs with a protected geo-
graphical indication (hereinafter referred to as "PGI")
and protected designation of origin (hereinafter only
"PDQ"). Inspections assess the compliance of producers
with product specifications, i.e. technical procedures,
including the raw materials used. The sensory proper-
ties of foodstuffs are further evaluated on site, or sam-
ples are taken to the laboratory. CAFIA also inspects the
legitimacy of the use of PGI/PDO when products are
placed on the market (especially in shops).

In 2022, 117 inspections were carried out at 80 inspect-
ed entities; 116 samples of food batches marked as PGI/
PDO were evaluated on site or taken to a laboratory - 4
batches were found to be unsatisfactory.

Inspections of foodstuffs with the KLASA label

The aim of the inspections was to verify the compliance
of producers of foodstuffs awarded the KLASA quality
mark with the legal requirements of valid legislation and
the above-standard requirements set out in the Meth-
odology with regard to compliance with rules for tech-
nical documentation to be submitted together with the
application by the producer of the foodstuffs awarded
the mark. It is compulsory to meet these conditions,
which are committed to voluntarily by the producer, for
the entire period for which the mark was awarded.

In 2022, a total of 114 KLASA inspections were carried
out and 177 batches of foodstuffs awarded the KLASA
quality mark were checked. 4 non-compliant batches
were found at 3 checked entities.

Inspection of products with the declaration “Made
in accordance with the Czech Guild Standard”

The aim of this inspection activity was to check compli-
ance with the requirements for the quality and labelling
of products placed on the market with the declaration
(logo) “Made in accordance with the Czech Guild Stand-
ard”, and check that these products do not deceive con-
sumers by not complying with the quality and require-
ments stipulated by the Czech Guild Standard.

A total of 23 inspections were carried out and 54 batch-
es of foodstuffs were checked. No batch of food was
found to violate the quality and above-standard param-
eters specified in the Czech Guild Standard.

Inspection of foodstuffs with the Regional Food
label

The subject of the inspection was to check how the pro-
ducers of foodstuffs awarded the Regional Food quality
label are complying with the legal and above-standard
requirements set out in the methodology, to which the
producers have voluntarily committed themselves.

In 2022, a total of 128 inspections of foodstuffs with

the Regional Food quality label were performed, and

96 batches of foodstuffs awarded the Regional Food
quality label were analysed. Four instances of non-com-
pliance were identified in the Regional Food inspections.
3 batches of foodstuffs did not meet the requirements
for a min. 70% share of raw materials from the given re-
gion, and 1 producer had moved part of their production
operations to another region.

Inspection of organic production

Inspections were performed aimed at verification

of compliance with the rules for organic production
which are laid down by Regulation (EC) No.2018/848,
Commission Implementing Regulation (EU) No.2021/1165,
Regulation (EU) No.2021/2306, Act No.242/2000 Coll.
and Decree No.16/2006 Coll. The inspections focused
mainly on retailers, as inspections are carried out for
previous links in the chain by authorised inspection
bodies.

In 2022, CAFIA carried out a total of 240 inspections

at the premises of 150 inspected entities during the or-
ganic production inspection activity. Deficiencies were
found in 7 cases. These were mostly e-shops which were

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not registered in the organic production inspection sys-
tem, and there was also one non-registered retailer.

On1.10.2022, based on an amendment to the Act on Or-
ganic Agriculture, CAFIA acquired the competence

to inspect the import of organic products. In this type

of inspection, checks are carried out before the goods
are released for free circulation. A total of 271 organic
food consignments entering the European Union were
checked. All the consignments were evaluated as be-
ing satisfactory, and were released into free circulation
as ecological products.

Laboratory samples for the determination of pesticides
were taken from imports in 3 cases where the “guide-
lines for member states” applied to the commodities
(EC guidelines for the enhanced inspection of selected
risky commodities from third countries). These were

2 batches of linseed from Kazakhstan and 1 batch of co-
coa beans from Peru. All of the batches were satisfacto-
ry, and the consignments were released into free circu-
lation as organic products.

Inspection of foodstuffs (raw materials) focusing
on the presence of genetic modifications

The objective of this inspection activity was to verify
whether foodstuffs containing or made from genetical-
ly modified varieties of soya, maize and rice that have
not been approved for use in foodstuffs in the EU have
found their way onto the Czech market. Concurrently,
the aim of the inspection was to assess whether food-
stuffs containing permitted GM soya and GM maize are
labelled in accordance with the applicable legal require-
ments. To a lesser extent, the inspection also focused
on checking that genetically modified papaya has not
been placed on the market.

In 2022, a total of 41 batches of foodstuffs (raw mate-
rials) were evaluated in laboratories during the inspec-
tion activity. This involved 13 samples of foodstuffs
made from maize, 15 samples of rice and rice products,
10 batches of soya and soya products, and 3 batches
of green papaya.

The inspection activity identified the presence of genet-
ic modification in one batch of green papaya which was
not approved for foodstuffs according to Regulation
(EC) N0.1829/2003. The other tested batches complied
with the requirements of this regulation.

Inspection of irradiated foodstuffs

The focus of the activity stems from the obligation

to inform the EC annually about the results of inspec-
tions of irradiated foodstuffs. The object of the in-
spection was the detection of irradiation in foodstuffs
which are not marked as having been irradiated by ion-
ising radiation. The inspected foodstuffs were ana-
lysed as to whether or not they have been irradiated,

or whether they have been irradiated in a non-approved

irradiation facility. The selection of analysed commod-
ities was made on the basis of the list of foodstuffs for
which irradiation is permitted by the relevant decree,
as well as positive records from earlier inspections and
positive reports within the EU (annual reports of the
member states and the RASFF system). When selecting
commodities and producers for inspection, consider-
ation was also given to the list of irradiation customers
for 2021 provided by the Bioster, a. s. irradiation facility.
A total of 15 batches of foodstuffs were analysed during
the inspection activity.

Out of the total number of 15 analysed batches, it was
possible to check irradiation for 14 of them. 2 of the
irradiated batches were evaluated as non-compliant.
These were one batch of the food supplement Ashwa-
gandha powder (or Indian ginseng, Withania somnif-
era) and one batch of minced garlic. It would have been
possible to irradiate both of the irradiated batches and
then place the information about the irradiation on the
packaging. However, these were foodstuffs from third
countries which must be accompanied by documenta-
tion with information containing the name and address
of the irradiation facility. These documents were not
provided by the inspected entities (it is suspected that
they were irradiated in an unapproved irradiation facil-
ity). In one foodstuff batch, it was not possible to check
for treatment with ionising radiation as it was not pos-
sible to isolate a sufficient quantity of siliceous minerals
from the samples.

Monitoring of radioactive contamination in foods
designated for direct consumption on the territory
of the Czech Republic

The incidence of radiation, including that found in el-
ements of the environment (soil, water, air), and also
throughout the entire food chain (plants, feed, ani-
mals, foodstuffs), is monitored across the EU's member
states. Based on the requirements of the State Office
for Nuclear Safety (SONS), monitoring is performed
concerning the mass activity of radionuclide *’Cs with
a half-life of 30 years, whose presence is a possible
consequence of the accident at the Chernobyl nucle-
ar power plant. The function of the national monitoring
network in the sector of food and feed is assured by the
permanent members of the monitoring network (CAFIA,
CISTA, SVA, SONS and NRPI).

Samples taken for the radiation monitoring network
should represent an optimal distribution in terms

of both type and locality, and correspond to the per-
centages at which the selected foodstuffs appear in the
Czech food shopping basket: cereals (12%), potatoes
(6%), vegetables (4%) and fruit (4%).

28 samples of foodstuffs, which included batches

of fruit, vegetables, potatoes, cereals, milled cereal
products and bakery products, were collected direct-
ly from growers and food producers. The processing

Production
inspections

The concept for the inspection of food production

in 2022 was based on a centrally managed inspection
plan, on the audit plan for food business operators,

and on the risk analysis of primary producers applying
for subsidies. Additionally, it took into consideration

the plans of individual Inspectorates and also the real
situation during 2022. The objective of food production
and primary producer inspections was primarily to as-
sess compliance with the provisions laid down by ap-
plicable legal regulations related to the requirements
for personal and operational hygiene, and the system
requirements for internal food safety inspections of pro-
ducers (in particular, Regulation (EC) No.852/2004).
Inspectors also checked the compliance of producers
with their own inspection procedures based on HACCP
principles. Throughout 2022, CAFIA inspectors carried
out 11626 inspections of the premises of food producers
(food business operators that manufacture or package
foodstuffs), and 693 inspections of primary produc-

ers of food (food business operators that are engaged

in the cultivation of crops, including the harvesting

or picking of wild fruits) were also conducted. Within
the scope of these individual food production inspec-
tions, inspections were performed with a targeted focus
on hygiene, the introduction of systems based on HAC-
CP, the verification of system functionality, the assess-
ment of the level of traceability, and also labelling and
documentation, including records, expiry dates, shelf
life, etc. For primary producers, additional agricultur-

al regulation compliance inspections were performed

in the context of the ‘Cross Compliance’ system, which
checks compliance for producers claiming certain
types of agricultural subsidies and aid. Inspections thus
verified 6 824 food business operator facilities involved
in food production, and 493 involved in primary produc-
tion. Inspections were performed repeatedly at some
food business operators. The reasons for this included
the need to verify whether previous corrective measures
that had been imposed were being met, or the need for
a higher frequency of inspections as a result of previous
risk evaluations at the facility in question. In 2022, CAFIA
also performed inspections at the premises of food pro-
ducers with a specific focus on the fulfilment of other
provisions contained in legal regulations. These includ-
ed, for example, the taking of samples in order to check
food safety and quality, inspections of accompanying
food documentation, and inspections of packaging.

E2X) Sales inspections

In 2022, the objective of inspections of grocery stores
and stores selling foodstuffs was primarily to assess
compliance with the provisions laid down by applica-
ble legal regulations related to required sales meth-
ods, batches of goods sold, personal and operational
hygiene, and also the requirements of retailers’ internal
control systems with a focus on food safety (in particu-
lar, the requirements of Regulation (EC) No.852/2004).
Inspectors also checked the compliance of vendors
with their own control procedures based on HACCP
principles. In 2022, CAFIA inspectors carried out a total
of 29 875 inspections of establishments in the retail net-
work, while 2 312 inspections were carried out at ware-
houses and 877 at e-shop facilities. The inspections
mainly focused on those obligations that can be directly
affected by vendors, for example food safety in relation
to storage conditions, compliance with recommended
temperatures for chilled and frozen foodstuffs, com-
pliance with hygiene requirements for the sale of food-
stuffs, the correctness of records kept relating to the
sale of unpackaged and packaged foodstuffs, the suita-
bility of store facilities for the range of goods sold, com-
pliance with ‘best before’ and ‘use by’ dates, etc. A total
of 18 807 food business operators engaged in the retail
sale of foodstuffs, 1117 premises belonging to whole-
sale food business operators, and 517 e-shop facilities
were inspected. It was again necessary in the food retail
sector for some establishments to be checked several
times in the given year, for the same reasons as in the
case of producers. As far as individual commodities

in the retail network were concerned, the inspections

in 2022 focused mainly on fresh vegetables, including
fresh mushrooms and potatoes. Other commodities
with more frequent inspections in 2022 were fresh fruit,
followed by meat products, wine and dairy products.
Due attention was also paid to other commodities that
are important from the point of view of the consum-
er's shopping basket.

ESE0 Inspections
of internet shops

Inspections of compliance with the requirements

of food legislation and consumer protection regulations
when selling goods through e-shops, including sales
through social networks, were carried out on a continu-
ous basis throughout 2022. The number of inspections
in this area has returned to the numbers usual before
the outbreak of the COVID-19 pandemic. During the
inspections, CAFIA officials used standard tools and

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methods, and also made use of their legal authority
to carry out the inspection of purchases made incognito
(mystery shopping).

Almost 6 000 food business operators with and with-
out warehouse storage facilities offering foodstuffs via
the Internet were registered in the CAFIA information
system by the end of 2022. In 2022, CAFIA inspectors
carried out a total of 877 inspections that specifical-

ly focused on online sales from 491 individual entities
at 517 establishments. Out of this number, 236 inspec-
tions were carried out in the form of, e.g. a test purchase
from the respective e-shops or social networks. A large
number of inspections were based on consumer notifi-
cations. 46% inspections ended with an unsatisfactory
result.

From the perspective of food legislation, an Internet
retailer is considered to be a food business operator,
and therefore CAFIA checked whether safe and quali-
ty foodstuffs were being placed on the market via the
Internet, and also if other requirements were being met
(hygiene, delivery to the customer, storage and han-
dling of foodstuffs, notification of the commencement
of business activity, etc.)). Considerable attention was
also paid to the information declared about the food-
stuffs. This included the investigation of unauthorised
health and nutritional claims, and the inspection of un-
fair business practices.

In 2022, food supplements were (as is traditional) a ma-
jor area for online sales inspections. These products for,
e.g. weight loss, muscle growth, joints, the strengthen-
ing of the immune system, or for use against alcoholism,
are frequently offered on websites in the Czech lan-
guage for Czech crowns, but the supplier is often based
outside the Czech Republic, and often even outside the
EU. As the inspection of such suppliers is limited by the
territorial competence of the Czech inspection au-
thorities, CAFIA has created and is gradually updating

a list of potentially risky websites (see www.potraviny-
napranyri.cz — section Risky websites).

The amendment to the Act on the Czech Agriculture
and Food Inspection Authority (CAFIA), effective from
October 2022, has also enabled completely new meas-
ures. From 1.10. 2022, in accordance with the provisions
of Section 4 (f) of the Act on CAFIA, CAFIA has been
managing a list of websites offering dangerous food-
stuffs and foodstuffs with ingredients that seriously vi-
olate the requirements established by legal regulations
and which should be the subject of inspection. CAFIA
publishes this list on its website (see www.szpi.gov.cz/
en/article/list-of-blocked-websites.aspx). Section 3d
of the Act on CAFIA imposes an obligation on internet
access service providers on the territory of the Czech
Republic to block access to websites named on this list
within 15 days of the date of publication of said websites
on the list. These pages will also appear on the Food

E2El Inspection
of advertising

The inspection of advertising according to Act
No.40/1995 Coll. on the regulation of advertising took
place throughout the calendar year of 2022 in accord-
ance with CAFIA's competencies and according to that
legal regulation (checking that certain requirements for
printed and internet advertising for foodstuffs are met).
The entities inspected in this case were clients, crea-
tors, and distributors of advertising, with the exception
of entities involved in radio and television broadcasting
(which are inspected by the Council for Radio and Tele-
vision Broadcasting).

In 2022, CAFIA conducted a total of 125 inspections

of 71 entities. Most of the inspections were carried out
based on notifications (from consumers, the media,
other supervisory bodies, etc.). The biggest number

of non-compliant findings concerned online advertising,
in particular of food supplements.

The unlawful actions of inspected entities most of-
ten involved the declaration of misleading informa-
tion about foodstuffs via advertising contrary to Arti-
cle 7of Regulation (EU) No.1169/2011 on the provision
of food information to consumers. They additionally
included the making of unfounded health and nutri-
tional claims in advertising, contrary to Regulation (EC)
No0.1924/2006 on nutrition and health claims made

on foods.

E2EH Inspection
notifications

A common type of inspection performed by CAFIA
involves the handling of notifications received from
consumers or other supervisory bodies and institutions.
In 2022 CAFIA received 3 486 notifications in total, which
is 417 more than in 2021.

Out of the total number of notifications, 897 were eval-
uated as justified and 1456 as either unjustified, or im-
possible to unambiguously verify. The remainder have

not yet been fully processed, or were resolved by other

In terms of individual commodities, the most frequent
subjects of complaint were meat and meat products,
fresh fruit and vegetables, dairy products and baked
products. The object of submitted complaints was,

in most cases, deficient foodstuff quality that was often
related to sanitary inadequacies in the store, foodstuffs
after their ‘'use by’ and ‘best before’ dates, and also
non-compliant food labelling. A total of 2 363 batch-

es of food and food products were inspected on the
basis of notifications, and 565 of these were found

to be non-compliant.

FAEEl Measures

CAFIA has the right to impose measures aimed at en-
suring the elimination of identified deficiencies. The
range of measures available includes banning the sale
of foodstuffs, the destruction of foodstuffs, the relabel-
ling of food, and ordering the performance of laboratory
analyses before food is placed on the market.

In 2021, CAFIA imposed 19 819 measures, the most
common type being measures to eliminate edentified
deficiencies (19 424 cases), imposition of the obligation
to perform laboratory analyses (145 cases), and impo-
sition of the obligation pursuant to Act No.40/1995

(32 cases).

In 2021, CAFIA imposed a total of 11857 bans with a total
value of 24 737 474 CZK. 162 of the above bans, amount-
ing to a total of 4 370 859 CZK, were imposed on food
producers, 6 602 bans totalling 14 447 991 CZK were

on batches of domestic origin in shops, and 4 608 bans
were on foreign batches totalling 5677 315 CZK. The
foodstuffs upon which bans were most often imposed
included dairy products (a total of 2 610 bans imposed,
totalling 328 653 CZK) and meat products (2 520 fines
totalling 447 841 CZK). These were followed by chocolate
and confectionery (1036 bans totalling 476 440 CZK),
cold food (704 bans totalling 61900 CZK) and baked
products, where 606 bans were imposed, totalling

363 641CZK. The highest financial sum in terms of bans
(13388 850 CZK) was imposed on wine and in the area
of cereals (3305740 CZK). It is also worth mentioning
that the financial volume of bans in the field of food
supplements amounted to 2221903 CZK, and in the
field of nuts, the financial volume of bans amounted

to 919 085 CzZK.

countries as governed

by EU regulations

CAFIA supervises the import of foodstuffs of plant
origin from third countries in close cooperation with
customs authorities. Inspections of imports particularly
focus on high-risk commodities which, in accordance
with binding EU regulations, are subject to special im-
port procedures and systematic or random inspections
upon entry.

From Tt October 2022, CAFIA also checks compliance
with the rules for organic products when organic food

is imported from third countries. More detailed informa-
tion on the import of organic food can be found in par-
agraph 217 in the section Inspection of organic produc-
tion.

Some of these commodities may only enter the terri-
tory of the Union through a border inspection post, or,
where appropriate, an inspection point. Other com-
modities do not have defined entry point requirements.
In the Czech Republic, all customs offices serve as en-
try points. There is only one border control point in the
Czech Republic: Vaclav Havel Airport Prague. There

is also only one designated “control point” in the Czech
Republic: the Customs Office for Central Bohemia,
Rudna u Prahy regional office. Both of these places fall
within the territorial competence of the CAFIA Inspec-
torate in Prague.

In 2022, import inspections were carried out primar-

ily in accordance with Regulation (EU) No.2019/1793

on the temporary intensification of official inspections
and emergency measures governing the entry of cer-
tain goods from certain third countries into the Union,
implementing Regulations (EU) No.2017/625 and (EC)
No.178/2002 of the European Parliament and Council.
According to this regulation, a total of 114 consignments
were inspected during 2022. Samples were taken from
20 consignments. One was evaluated as unsatisfactory.
A total of 8 consignments were not released into free
circulation - 1due to unsatisfactory laboratory analy-
ses, 1due to an unsatisfactory identity check, and 6 due
to unsatisfactory documentation checks.

Regulation (EU) No.2019/1793 also contains a list of com-
modities whose imports into the Union have been sus-
pended. In 2022 it featured a ban on imports of dried
beans from Nigeria. An attempt to import this commod-
ity via the Czech Republic was not made in 2022.

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With regard to Commission Implementing Regulation
(EU) No.2022/1533, which lays down special condi-
tions for the import of feed and foodstuffs originat-
ing in or sent from Japan following the accident at the
Fukushima nuclear power plant, no consignment was
imported in 2022.

Pursuant to Decision (EU) No.2011/884, consignments
of rice from China and products made from such rice
are inspected upon import to see if they are genetically
modified. No such consignment was imported in 2022.

Sprouts and seeds intended for germination are also
inspected on import (for the presence of selected path-
ogenic microorganisms) in accordance with Regulation
(EU) No.2020/2235. However, these commodities were
not imported into the Czech Republic in 2022.

Pursuant to Regulation (EU) No.2020/1158, wild mush-
rooms, blueberries and cranberries from third countries
affected by the Chernobyl nuclear accident are also in-
spected to detect the level of radioactive contamination
present. In 2022, no consignment was imported through
the Czech Republic.

Since 10.7. 2015, Regulation (EU) No.2015/949 approv-
ing pre-export inspections to be carried out on certain
foodstuffs by certain third countries to check for the
presence of certain mycotoxins has come into effect.
If a pre-export check is done, the frequency of physical
inspections should be less than 1%. For consignments
without pre-export checks, the inspection frequen-

cy is stipulated based on the member states’ own risk
analyses. In 2022, 2 consignments of wheat from Cana-
da were imported through the Czech Republic without
pre-export inspection and 2 consignments of almonds
without pre-export inspection. During the inspection,
a sample was taken from 1 consignment of wheat and

1 consignment of almonds. The analyses were satisfac-
tory in both cases.

Monitoring is also performed with regard to imported
commodities that have been assessed as risky based
on market findings yet are not included in the lists

of commodities for which imports are more strictly
controlled by European legislation - in 2022, these were
gummy candies from all third countries. In 2022, 4 such
consignments in total were imported. Samples were
not taken. One consignment was not released into free
circulation due to its content of an unauthorized sub-
stance for this type of food.

In 2022, 5 consignments to which no relevant regu-
lations could be applied were imported. Inspections

of these consignments were made due to suspected
non-compliance with legislation. Samples were taken
from three consignments. All of the consignments were
released into free circulation.

Dle vyse uvedené vyhlasky maji provozovatelé potra-
vinarského podniku v misté prvniho pfijmu, zachazeni
nebo manipulace s vybranymi druhy ¢erstvého ovoce,
zeleniny a brambor, doplnikd stravy, maku setého povin-
nost podat o téchto potravinach hlaseni na SZPI. Tato
hlaseni jsou vyuzivana jako podklad pro planovani kont-
rol jakosti a zdravotni bezpeénosti zahrnutych potravin.

V roce 2022 bylo na SZPI doru¢eno celkem 305 250 hla-

CAFIA also monitors the fulfilment of qualitative param-
eters by foodstuffs on import from third countries (and
also on export from the EU). This particularly applies

to the certification of fresh fruit and vegetables carried
out in accordance with applicable EU regulations; see
subsection 2.3.

A total of 127 consignments were imported pursuant

to the above regulations in 2022. A total of 25 samples
were taken for laboratory testing, out of which 1was
evaluated as non-compliant. Based on the above-men-
tioned inspections, 9 consignments were not released
into free circulation.

CAFIA informs other member states and the Euro-

pean Commission regarding rejected consignments

of imported foodstuffs and primary ingredients via the
RASFF system. The aim of this measure is to prevent
foodstuffs that do not comply with health requirements
from entering the single market via different points

of entry into the territories of other member states.

EAEE Inspection of the
obligation to provide
information pursuant

to Decree No.172/2015 Coll.

Pursuant to this decree, food business operators at the
place of initial receipt, treatment, or handling of select-
ed fresh fruits, vegetables and potatoes, food supple-
ments and poppy seed have the obligation to submit
areport on these foods to CAFIA. The reports are used
as the basis for planning quality checks as well as health
and safety inspections concerning the above items.

In 2022, a total of 305 250 foodstuff reports were sub-
mitted to CAFIA. All reports were made using CAFIA's
web-based reporting application, which can be found
at the address www.szpi.gov.cz/dovozy-prihlaseni.aspx.

Inspections at the point of delivery were performed for
808 reported foodstuffs.

Samples of selected foodstuffs were taken for labora-
tory testing, and the following analytes were monitored:
pesticide residues (apples, cabbage, potatoes, carrots,
peppers, tomatoes, pears, garlic, poppyseed), chlorates
(carrots, potatoes, tomatoes), heavy metals (apples,
cabbage, carrots, potatoes, food supplements), strep-
tomycin in apples, polyaromatic hydrocarbons (apples,
cabbage), and morphine alkaloids in poppy seed. Fur-
thermore, other information was verified in the labora-

ESE0 Inspections at public
catering facilities

CAFIA has been conducting the supervision of pub-

lic catering facilities since 1.1. 2015, when the author-
ity’s area of competence was extended under the
amended food act to include catering service providers.

Based on an inter-branch agreement, the key areas

of CAFIA supervision are public catering facilities of the
open type, such as restaurants, fast food establish-
ments, confectionary shops, pubs, casinos, bars and
retail sector catering.

The 2022 CAFIA inspection concept for public catering
was based primarily on a schedule of comprehensive in-
spections and centrally managed thematic inspections.
In the segment of operators providing catering services,
CAFIA has long paid particular attention to the inspec-
tion of hygiene requirements stipulated in Regulation
(EC) No.852/2004 on the hygiene of foodstuffs.

Inspections at public catering facilities in 2022 also fo-
cused on the verification of whether operators meet the
requirement to make information about allergens avail-
able to consumers. The long-term goal of CAFIA inspec-
tion activities in the area of catering services is to punish
cases of consumer misinformation and food adultera-
tion. In 2022, CAFIA also prioritised food safety inspec-
tions that checked, among other things, whether frying
fats and oils that show signs of an unacceptable degree

Detailed information about the results of targeted in-
spection activity is provided in Chapter 2.1.7 (Thematic
and ad hoc inspections).

Throughout 2022, CAFIA inspectors conducted a total
of 14 988 inspections of public catering facilities, during
which violations of applicable legal regulations were
found in the case of 4114 inspections. Violation of hy-
giene requirements was the most frequent reason for
non-compliant findings during inspections of public
catering facilities. Out of the total number of 10 495 in-
spections focused on hygiene requirements, 3289 in-
spections revealed non-compliance with the require-
ments laid down in Regulation (EC) No.852/2004 on the
hygiene of foodstuffs, i.e. 31.3%.

Problems regarding compliance with sanitary require-
ments were also revealed by a targeted inspection
activity focused on the fulfilment of microbiological re-
quirements stipulated by Regulation (EC) No.2073/2005
on microbiological criteria for foodstuffs during the
production of whipped and scoop ice cream. Out of 169
samples of unpackaged whipped and scoop ice cream,
failure to meet the hygiene criteria for the production
process was identified in 90 samples (53.3%). In these
cases, the limit value stipulated for the indicator of En-
terobacteriaceae presence was exceeded.

Another type of inspection in which microbiological
indicators show problems concerning compliance with
sanitary requirements are inspections focused on ice
makers designated mainly for the preparation of bev-
erages. The aim of the beverage ice hygiene safety test
was to verify whether operators are following the pro-
visions of Regulation (EC) No.852/2004 Coll. on the hy-
giene of foodstuffs concerning the production of ice, its
handling and storage. A total of 94 samples of ice were
taken, 70 of which (74.5%) failed to meet the limit values
stipulated by Decree No.252/2004 Coll. laying down
Sanitary Requirements for Drinking and Hot Water.

In 16 cases, the health limits for (intestinal) enterococci
and Escherichia coli were exceeded, and in 54 cases,
only the hygiene limits for coliform bacteria and colony
counts at 22 °C and 36 °C were exceeded.

The majority of the ice samples (90) were taken from

ice makers, of which 68 were non-compliant (75.6%).

In 4 cases, packaged ice was taken (two samples of orig-
inally closed packaging and two from open packaging).
2 of the packaged ice samples were non-compliant.

The high frequency of cases in which legislative require-
ments for the operation of food production facilities

DuleZitou oblasti, na kterou se kontroly SZPI v roce 2022
zamérovaly, byla povinnost provozovateld spoleéného
stravovani zpristupnit spotrebiteli informace o alergen-
nich latkach pouzitych pfi pripravé pokrmg, ktera byla
do zékona o potravinach zapracovana na zakladé nari-
zeni (EU) &.1169/2011, o poskytovani informaci o potravi-
nach spotrebitelim.

Inspektori SZPI provedli v pribéhu roku 2022 celkem
5243 kontrol, pfi kterych bylo provéreno, zda provozova-
telé spotrebitelim zpfistupnili informaci o alergennich
latkach v nabizenych pokrmech. Nesplnéni této infor-
madni povinnosti bylo zji$téno u 198 kontrol (tj. pFiblizné
v 3,8 % kontrol). Mezi &asté nedostatky pFi kontrolach
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were not fulfilled testifies to the generally lower level

of awareness and problems with meeting the basic re-
quirements of food legislation of a large portion of pub-
lic catering facility operators. The results of inspections
at public catering facilities in 2022 correspond to the
results of inspections conducted by CAFIA in previous
years in this regard.

In a number of cases, failure to meet basic hygiene
requirements resulted in a ban on the facility, or a part
thereof. During 2022, a total of 48 public catering facil-
ities were closed due to unacceptable hygiene condi-
tions. The closed public catering facilities accounted
for 34.8% of all closed food facilities (138); in 2021, it was
18.1%. Compared to 2021, there was a significant in-
crease in the number of closed catering establishments,
which can largely be related to the limited operation

of catering establishments in 2021 due to extraordinary
epidemiological measures in connection with the COV-
ID-19 pandemic.

An important area which CAFIA inspections focused
on in 2022 was the obligation of catering operators
to make information on allergenic substances used
in the preparation of meals accessible to consumers.
This requirement has been incorporated into the Act
on Foodstuffs based on Regulation (EU) No.1169/2011
on the Provision of Food Information to Consumers.

In 2022, CAFIA inspectors carried out a total of 5243 in-
spections, during which checks were made to deter-
mine whether or not operators had made information
on the allergenic substances in offered dishes available
to consumers. Failure to meet this obligation to notify
was identified in 198 inspections (i.e. about 3.8% of in-
spections). Frequent deficiencies found during the
inspections focused on allergenic substances includ-
ed inaccurate or incomplete information listings, the
absence of mandatory information for a specific part
of the offered range of foodstuffs, and the declaration
of allergens using numerical codes without an expla-
nation. The inspections also determined whether or not
the information on allergens was true. The inspections
showed that in some cases, information provided on al-
lergens did not correspond to the recipe used, or the
composition and labelling of the primary ingredients
used. The undeclared presence of allergenic substances
was then proven by laboratory analyses.

E58Y Inspections of honey

In 2022, 43 batches of honey were taken as part of rou-
tine inspections. For honey, the country of origin

in which the honey was harvested must be indicated.
12 batches declared the Czech Republic as the coun-

4 batches were "a mixture of honeys from EU countries”,
1 batch was “a mixture of honeys from countries outside
the EU" 1 batch was from France, 1 batch was from Italy
and 1 batch was from Hungary. In one case, it was a mix-
ture of honeys from several countries; all the countries
were listed on the label.

The Czech Republic was declared as the country of pro-
duction for 18 of the batches taken, while 7 batches were
produced in Germany, 7 batches in Slovakia, 1 batch

in France and 2 batches in the EU. 7 batches did not
state their country of origin.

Of the total number of 42 collected batches, 10 were
non-compliant. In 8 cases, the complete results of all
analyses were not yet available at the time this report
was prepared. With regard to the non-compliant batch-
es, in 2 cases the country of origin of the honey on the
packaging was the Czech Republic, and in 8 cases it was
a "mixture of honeys from the EU and countries outside
the EU” From the 10 non-compliant batches, 5 batches
were made in the Czech Republic, 3 in Slovakia, and one
in Germany, and one of them did not state the country
of origin.

In 1 batch, the activity of the enzyme diastase was found
to be too low, in 2 batches the ammonia colouring sul-
phide caramel (E150d) was present, in 8 batches there
was misleading information concerning the botanical
origin of the honey, and in 1 case compulsory data were
not stated on the label in Czech. Some batches dis-
played multiple deficiencies simultaneously.

280 Inspections of wine

In 2022, a total of 4 450 inspection visits were carried
out (at 3132 establishments) in order to check the re-
quirements for the production and marketing of viticul-
tural products. During these inspections, at least one
instance of non-compliance was found for 1115 inspect-
ed materials (i.e. 1/4 of the conducted inspections were
unsatisfactory).

During these inspections, 734 batches of wine products
were collected for laboratory analysis according to per-
formed risk analyses, out of which 87 batches (i.e. 12%

of the sampled batches) did not comply with legal regu-
lations (permitted oenological practices and restrictions).

As far as specific instances of non-compliance are con-
cerned, the most numerous findings were in the area

of non-compliant sensory parameters. Diseases and de-
fects such as oxidation, undesirable volatile substanc-

Dale byly zjistény nepovolené enologické postupy, a to
v pfipadé prekroceni limitu pro zvySovani pfirozeného
obsahu alkoholu ve vyrobku (nadlimitni pridavek cukru
do mostu nebo rmutu) a prekroceni limitu v pfipadé po-
uziti kyseliny sorbové (tj. konzervantu), kyseliny citrono-
vé (tj. stabilizatoru) nebo obsahu médi.

- secondary fermentation and mould - were most often
found. Examples of non-compliance were also found
when checking the information on the wine label (i.e. the
information about the real content of alcohol or residual
sugar content differed from reality).

Deficiencies in quality and safety parameters were found,
e.g. exceedance of the permitted limit of volatile acid
content, the bottle pressure limit for the given product
category, or the total content of sulphur dioxide (allergen).

Furthermore, non-permitted oenological practices
were found in cases when limits were exceeded for the
raising of natural alcohol content in the product (via the
above-limit addition of sugar to must or pomace), the
use of sorbic acid (i.e. a preservative) or citric acid (i.e.

a stabilizer), or the content of copper.

On the other hand, serious findings, i.e. adulteration

of the product, were only found in 10 cases, namely

in batches of wines originating in the Czech Repubilic,
Slovakia and Spain. These wines and partially ferment-
ed grape musts (referred to as "buréak”) contained
prohibited additions of exogenous water (3x), materi-
als of an inappropriate geographical origin (2x), unau-
thorised additions of synthetic aromas (2x), and unau-
thorised additions of colouring - azorubine (E120). Also,
ethanol was found in liqueur wine, and the unauthorised
presence of saccharin (substitute sweetener) was de-
tected.

Furthermore, 779 batches of wine products were in-
spected on-site, of which 332 batches (i.e. 43% of the
evaluated batches) did not comply with legal regula-
tions (most often due to non-corresponding or mislead-
ing labelling).

Thus, a total of 1513 batches of wine products were eval-
uated, of which 419 batches did not comply with legis-
lation, which means that 27.7% of all evaluated batch-
es were non-compliant. Compared to 2021, there was

a slight increase in non-compliant cases, while at the
same time there was an increase in the total number

of assessed batches of wine products.

With regard to wine products, the focus of inspection
activities in 2022 was mainly on checking “imports”

of bulk wines from abroad (EU countries and third
countries). The assumption behind this was the fact that
about 70% of the wine consumed in the Czech Re-
public comes from abroad. As a part of this focus, over
152 batches of bulk wine with a volume of approximately
2.6 mil. litres were tested, out of which 2 batches were
found to be non-compliant (see subsection 217 The-
matic and ad hoc inspections).

The second main focus of inspection activities was
on the checking of legal conditions for the sale of wine

F¥1 Laboratorni ¢innost

V roce 2022 provadéla SZPI fyzikalni, chemické, izotopo-
vé, imunochemické a senzorické rozbory zemédélskych
a potravinarskych vyrobkt ve dvou vlastnich zkusebnich
laboratofich (Praha, Brno).

V obou laboratorich je zaveden elektronicky systém fize-
né dokumentace vnitfnich predpisti predmétného Od-
boru zkusebni laboratore (OZL), tedy Inspektoratu SZPI
v Brné a v Praze. Tento vnitrni elektronicky systém v ram-
ciintranetu SZPI je soucasti racionalizace prace s doku-
menty, ktery zavedla norma CSN EN ISO/IEC 17025:2018.

Na zacatku roku 2022 vyrazné zasahla do chodu brnén-

ské laboratore rekonstrukce klimatizace, ktera probihala
v prostorach Ustfedniho inspektoratu a v zézemi budovy
Kvétna. V prlibéhu roku pak brnénska laborator do¢asné
prevzala po dobu provadéni rekonstrukce OZL Praha né-

to customers, i.e. the sale of cask, draft, house and pack-
aged wine intended for consumers. The primary target
was thus vendors of wine acting as a wine shop - bot-
tling facility, whose behaviour circumvented the legal
sale of cask wine.

In 2022, 53 administrative proceedings were initiated
against these entities, with proposals to impose sanc-
tions in the total amount of 1204 thousand CZK. In 2020,
51 administrative proceedings were legally resolved
with the imposition of sanctions amounting to a total
of 1141000 CZK (more in subsection 21.7 Thematic and
ad hoc inspections).

Since the effective date of the amendment of the Act
on Viniculture and Viticulture No.321/2004 Coll,, or from
the effective date of the duty to sell cask wine in the
establishment of the recipient of the producer, i.e. since
the beginning of 2018, 228 administrative proceedings
were finalized for the illegal sale of cask wine, with the
imposition of sanctions amounting to a total of 5045
thousand CZK (this also includes many other offences).

X1 Laboratory activities

In 2022, CAFIA carried out physical, chemical, isotope,
immunochemical and sensory analyses of agricultur-
al and food products at its two testing laboratories
(Prague, Brno).

An electronic system to handle the documentation

of internal regulations of the applicable Testing Labo-
ratory Department (TLD), i.e., the CAFIA Inspectorate

in Brno and Prague, has been introduced in both labora-
tories. This internal electronic system, which runs within
the CAFIA intranet framework, was developed as part
of efforts to increase the efficiency of work with docu-
ments, which implements IEC 17025:2018.

At the beginning of 2022, the reconstruction of air con-
ditioning equipment, which took place on the premises
of the Headquarters and at the building in Kvétna St,
had a significant impact on the operations of the Brno
laboratory. Over the year, the Brno laboratory tempo-
rarily took over some analyses from Prague’s testing
laboratory during the reconstruction of TLD Prague.

At the end of 2022, an investment plan was implement-
ed at the Brno laboratory - the database of isotope val-
ues for wine was updated at the Department of Isotope
Analyses.

In 2022, three investment projects were completed

at the Prague laboratory. The air conditioning was re-
placed in almost the entire laboratory. For this reason,
part of the laboratory was shut down for four months.

Nové urcéeni bylo vydadno v kvétnu pro Centrum labo-
ratori Vyzkumného uUstavu veterinarniho lékarstvi, v.v.i.
z dGvodu redukce metod vyuzitelnych SZPI.

V laboratofi Statniho veterinarniho Ustavu v Jihlavé pro-
bihal v roce 2022 rozsahly korespondencni audit metod,
které byly soucasti stavajiciho uréeni laboratore, kon-

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Furthermore, cabinets for chemicals were purchased
for the laboratory, some of which have ventilation, which
will ensure appropriate working conditions are main-
tained. Apart from these items, two laboratory scales
were also purchased to replace several older, faulty and
no longer suitable devices.

Food analyses for CAFIA are provided by CAFIA's own
and external laboratories according to the requirements
set by the EU and Czech Republic. CAFIA, in accordance
with the provisions of § 3 Para 3 (n) of Act No.146/2002
Coll. on CAFIA, in conjunction with Article 37 (1) of Regu-
lation (EU) No.2017/625, as amended, designates official
laboratories to perform laboratory analyses, tests and
diagnostics on samples taken during official inspections
and other official activities.

In May 2022, a correspondence audit of the method for
the determination of ethylene oxide (sum of the sub-
stances ethylene oxide and 2-chloroethanol), which had
commenced the previous year, was completed at the
Metrological and Testing Laboratory of the Universi-

ty of Chemistry and Technology in Prague. It expand-
ed the spectrum of analysable matrices. Additionally,
the method for determining propylene oxide (and its
majority degradation product 1-choro-2-propanol) and
the method for the determination of plant alkaloids and
the glycoalkaloids chaconine and solanine in potatoes
and potato products were also audited. Based on the
above-mentioned audits, the laboratory's current desig-
nation was expanded. At the end of the year, an audit

to determine PFAS ((per)fluoroalkyl compounds) was
launched.

In May, a new designation was issued for the testing
laboratory EUROFINS CZ in Prague, due to a change

in the laboratory's name to Eurofins Food & Feed Testing
Czech Republic, s.r.0. On this occasion, a list of specified
methods was also updated in accordance with the issue
of a new attachment to the Certificate of accreditation
of this laboratory.

A new designation was issued in May for the Laborato-
ry Centre of the Veterinary Research Institute, vv.i. due
to the reduction in methods usable by CAFIA.

A large-scale correspondence audit of methods that
were part of the existing laboratory designation took
place at the State Veterinary Institute in Jihlava in 2022,
specifically: the determination of nitrites and nitrates;
the determination of acrylamide; the identification and
screening determination of antibiotics; a special meth-
od for residues of tulathromycin, including metabolite;
tetracycline determination; the determination of be-
ta-lactam antibiotics; the determination of cashew nut
allergen; the species specification of animal DNA; and
the quantitative determination of species DNA. This au-
dit was finished in August 2022.

In July 2022, CAFIA also issued, in addition to the ex-
isting laboratory designation pursuant to Article 42 (1)
of the Regulation (EU) 2017/625, what is termed a ‘tem-
porary designation’ for this laboratory. It extends the
applicability of methods for the determination of the
number of characteristic microorganisms via cultivation
to the extent of the accreditation of foodstuffs, includ-
ing food supplements.

In July 2022, CAFIA extended the designation to the lab-
oratory BS vinarské potreby, s.r.o. based in Velké Bilovice
to the current extent for wine analyses and for a definite
period.

In November 2022, CAFIA designated the Department
of Diagnosis of Harmful Organisms of Plants at the
National Reference Laboratory of the Central Institute
for Supervising and Testing in Agriculture in Olomouc

as an institution where testing will be performed in con-
nection with official CAFIA inspections, e.g. the detec-
tion and identification of selected species of the genus
Tilletia using the light microscopy method.

CAFIA’s accredited laboratories participate regularly

in national and international comparative trials intended
to test the proficiency of chemical and physicochem-
ical laboratories in accordance with the requirements
laid down by Czech National Standard EN ISO/IEC 17025
and others, such as via interlaboratory validation studies
of laboratory methods.

In 2022, the laboratory of the CAFIA Inspectorate

in Prague participated in 13 tests in the FAPAS system
organized by the FERA (Food and Environment Re-
search Agency, United Kingdom). The CAFIA laboratory
in Prague is the national reference laboratory (NRL) for
mycotoxins and plant toxins, for production contam-
inants, for pesticides in cereals, fruit and vegetables,
and also in the field of pesticides analysed using the
single-purpose method. The laboratory participated

in six tests organised by EU reference laboratories for
pesticide residues in Spain, Denmark and Germany, and
in addition, one test organised by the European refer-
ence laboratory for mycotoxins and plant toxins, as well
as two tests organised by the European reference labo-
ratory for production contaminants. As far as other for-
eign tests are concerned, the laboratory took part in two
tests organised by WFSR (Wageningen Food Safety
Research, Holland), and three tests organised by the
German laboratory DRRR (Deutsches Referenzburo fur
Ringversuche und Referenzmaterialien, Germany).

laboratory in Prague participated in a test for myco-
toxins organised by the Central Institute for Supervis-
ing and Testing in Agriculture, and it also participated
in the organisation of this test. In addition, the labora-
tory participated in an international comparison and
validation study organised by CVUA-FR (Chemisches
und Veterinaruntersuchungsamt Freiburg). In this study,
33 samples of spelt and spelt products were analysed
by proteomic analysis using the liquid chromatography
method with mass spectrometric detection.

In 2022, the laboratory of the CAFIA Inspectorate in Brno
participated in 26 interlaboratory tests as part of the
competency testing programme, and one certification
study on the determination of elements in green tea

via the inductively coupled plasma mass spectometry
method. The Department of Isotopic Analyses partici-
pated in three rounds of comparative FIT tests organ-
ized by the Eurofins Analytics laboratory in France this
year, as well as three rounds of tests arranged by the
same provider, this time focusing on profiling tech-
niques: the ‘TH-profiling’ analysis of white, rose and red
wine, honey and fruit juice. A total of 17 samples were
analysed from the provider Eurofins Analytics. The
Department of Wine Analysis participated in six com-
parative tests for wine, sparkling wine, liqueur wine, and
grape must organised by the Oenologues de France,

a European reference laboratory (EURL) in France. In the
area of honey testing proficiency, two samples from the
German provider DRRR (Deutsches Referenzburo fur
Ringversuche und Referenzmaterialien) were processed.
In addition, the Wine Analysis Department participated
in a bilateral interlaboratory comparison aimed at val-
idating analytical methods for the analysis of partially
fermented grape must.

in particular, the harmonisation of official wine analy-
ses throughout the EU and the subsequent use of the
measured parameters in the application of EU and
national regulations in the wine sector, such as proving
that the limit for increasing natural alcohol in grapevine
products has been exceeded; or proving the illegal ad-
dition of water; or confirming the truth of other declared
information about the origin or processing method

of traded wine or declared grapevine products. The in-
tent behind the establishment of the databank was also
to simplify the evaluation of the results of official analy-
ses by comparing them to the results of earlier analyses
made using the same method for origin and produc-
tion-certified products with similar characteristics, i.e.
comparison to a set of authentic samples.

In the Czech Republic, the databank system lies under
the patronage of the Czech Ministry of Agriculture. CAFIA
is a member of this system, as is the Central Institute

for Supervising and Testing in Agriculture (Viticulture
Department) and the General Directorate of Customs
(Customs Technical Laboratory). The databank system
consists of an official collection of samples of grapes
that are typical for the Czech Republic, both with regard
to their processing into wine according to the instruc-
tions in the above-mentioned regulations, and also

their physico-chemical and isotopic breakdowns. A set
of structured information on the origin and processing
of twenty database samples from the Czech Repubilic,
together with the results of laboratory analyses, are pro-
vided to the European Commission on an annual basis.
CAFIA's role in the system is to provide physico-chemical
and isotopic analyses of the samples, to store and send
data to the European databank, and to coordinate the
functions of the entire system in the Czech Repubilic.

CAFIA representatives also act as delegates of EC work-
ing groups on databank issues, specifically concerning
the management of the databank, isotopic techniques,
and new methods for the analysis of wine.

Certification of fresh fruit and vegetables

A total of 94 consignments of fresh fruit and vegeta-
bles intended for direct consumption (28 consignments
of fresh fruit and 66 consignments of fresh vegetables)
were reported to individual Inspectorates on import.

In 2022 CAFIA inspectors issued a total of 59 certifi-
cates (17 certificates for the import of fresh fruit and

42 certificates for the import of fresh vegetables). In the
case of one consignment of fruit and one consignment

of vegetables, the certificate could not be issued due
to the insufficient quality of the products, and the con-
signments were not released for free circulation.

The export of fresh fruit and vegetables did not take
place in 2022, and no checks of compliance with trade
standards were carried out, nor were certificates of con-
formity with the EU trade standards for fresh fruit and
vegetables issued.

Certification of wines without PDO/PGI with the
variety name or the harvest year

In 2022, CAFIA carried out 103 certifications during
inspections (i.e. 103 batches of wine were certified) for
a total of 12 wine producers. For the purpose of certifi-
cation, 20 inspections were carried out at wine produc-
ers. Out of this total number of certifications, grapes

or grape must originating in Hungary were used for the
production of 75 of the batches of wine, from which
1977124 litres of wine were produced. For 28 of the
batches of wine, grapes or grape must originating

in Slovakia were used, from which 107 960 litres of wine
were produced.

In 2022, the total amount of produced and certified
wine was 2 085 084 litres. During the inspections in 2022
that were related to wine certification, wines of the 2021
and 2022 vintages were certified.

Other certification

CAFIA issues certificates for foodstuffs and prima-

ry ingredients for the production of foodstuffs in the
non-regulated sector on the basis of requests from
food business operators. In the non-regulated sector,
only general safety requirements apply to the introduc-
tion of the commodities in question onto the market,
and it is not necessary to assess compliance in these
cases. Certificates are issued primarily for the purpose
of export, and the scope of certified indicators is gen-
erally stipulated in accordance with the requirements
of a customer from abroad. CAFIA issued a total of 1536
certificates of this type in 2022.1n 2022, CAFIA also ac-
tively participated in the registration of Czech produc-
ers for the needs of food exports to China, in accord-
ance with the requirements of Chinese legislation.

The system makes it possible for indi-
vidual states to act as quickly as possible to avert harm
to the health of consumers by restricting the placement
of a product on the market, and/or facilitating its with-
drawal from the market. The legal basis for the Euro-
pean Rapid Alert System for Food and Feed is outlined
in Articles 50-52 of Regulation (EC) No.178/2002 laying
down the General Principles and Requirements of Food
Law, establishing the European Food Safety Authority
and laying down Procedures in Matters of Food Safety,
as amended. The legal basis for the Rapid Alert System
for Food and Feed (RASFF) is Commission Implement-
ing Regulation (EU) No.2019/1715 of 30 September 2019,
laying down the Rules for the Functioning of the Infor-
mation Management System for Official Inspections,
and for its System Components (the IMSOC Regula-
tion’). The EC communicates within the member states
via “Single Contact Points” The only Single Contact
Point in the Czech Republic is identical with the National
Contact Point for the Rapid Alert System (NCP RASFF).

The operations of the RASFF in the Czech Republic are
regulated in detail in Government Directive No.98/2005
Coll,, which establishes a Rapid Alert System for the
Emergence of Risks to Human Health from Food and
Feed. Pursuant to §15 (5) of Act No.110/97 Coll,, on Food
and Tobacco Products, as amended, CAFIA is the Nation-
al Contact Point for the Rapid Alert System (NCP RASFF).

The National Contact Point gathers information from all
supervisory bodies in the area of food and feed in the
Czech Republic: CAFIA, the State Veterinary Adminis-
tration, public health protection bodies and the Cen-
tral Institute for Supervising and Testing in Agriculture.
Other participants in the national rapid alert system also
cooperate with the National Contact Point: the Gener-
al Directorate of Customs, the State Office for Nuclear
Safety, the Ministry of the Interior of the Czech Repub-
lic and the Ministry of Defence. The coordination point
is the Secretariat of the Coordination Group for Food
Safety at the Ministry of Agriculture.

The flow of information on the presence of unsafe
products is two-way; the supervisory bodies of the
Czech Repubilic are notified of unsafe products that
may be present on the Czech market via the National
Contact Point, and subsequently conduct inspections
in a manner lying within the scope of their competence.
The EC receives feedback on the findings and also

on any follow-up measures imposed.

Should any supervisory body in the Czech Republic
become aware of the presence of any unsafe product,
the National Contact Point sends the EC the informa-
tion gathered from individual participants in the na-
tional system. Following the identification of an unsafe
imported product or one already on the market, the
inspection results obtained via on-site product assess-

The noti-
fication sent includes the results of inspections, meas-
ures taken, detailed information leading to accurate
product identification, distribution data, etc. Since 20T],
notifications in the Czech Republic have been created
and transmitted through the iRASFF online application.

In 2022, a total of 348 notifications were distributed
through the NCP RASFF: 348 original notifications con-
cerning the Czech Republic and additional pieces of re-
lated information. 66 original notifications were sent
by the Czech Republic, of which 37 notifications came
under the authority of CAFIA. Out of the total num-

ber of sent notifications, 65 cases concerned market
inspections, and in one case, it was the result of an im-
port inspection. When carrying out border inspections,
CAFIA cooperates with the authorities of the Customs
Administration of the Czech Republic in accordance
with the Agreement on Mutual Collaboration and Co-
operation concluded between CAFIA and the General
Directorate of Customs.

The second category is that of notifications received

by the RASFF system. They concern products manu-
factured in the Czech Republic or distributed via the
Czech Republic, or those that have been placed on the
Czech market from abroad. In 2022 the Czech Republic
received 282 cases, 162 of which fell under the authority
of CAFIA.

Beyond the framework of the cases which directly af-
fected the Czech Republic in 2021, the NCP RASFF sent
a total of 27 information notices in the category of News,
including additional related information.

Pl Administrative
Assistance and
Cooperation (AAC)

The Administrative Assistance and Cooperation (AAC)
system in the EU aims at the effective enforcement of the
law in the area of food and feed in cross-border cases.

The legal basis for administrative assistance and coop-
eration (AAC) is Title IV (Administrative Assistance and
Cooperation) of Regulation (EU) of the European Parlia-
ment and the Council 2017/625 of 15 March 2017 on of-
ficial inspections and other official activities conducted
to ensure the application of food and feed law, rules

on animal health and welfare, plant health and plant
protection products (,Official Control Regulation’) and

2 Informaéni
a komunikacni systém

Informacéné komunikaéni infrastruktura SZPI je tvorena
komplexnim souborem technologii od provérenych do-
davatell, na rdznych platformach zamérenych na pro-
cesni i datovou integraci heterogennich softwarovych
systému a aplikaci provozovanych v nékolika podsysté-
mech se specifickym resenim.

Ta je centralné spravo-
vana a proaktivné provozné i bezpe¢nostné monitoro-
vana modernimi HW a SW prostredky. V lokalnich sitich
na véech lokalitach jsou v sitové infrastrukture zaclenéna
vykonna sitova zafizeni FortiGate, ktera zajistuji kom-
plexni ochranu sité SZPI a ochranu internetové konekti-
vity proti bezpecnostnim hrozbam.

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Commission Implementing Regulation (EU) 2019/1715
of 30 September 2019 laying down the Rules for the
Functioning of the Information Management System
for Official Inspections, and for its System Components
(the IMSOC Regulation’).

The purpose of the AAC is to ensure correct application
of the rules laid down in Art. 1(2) of the Official Control
Regulation for cases in which the non-compliant find-
ings of an inspection concern more than one member
state. The competent authorities of the member states
cooperate mutually in cases such as those described

in Articles 104-107 of the Official Control Regulation
(AAC-AA notifications), and they keep each other in-
formed if deceptive and fraudulent practices are de-
tected or if there is suspicion of such practices (AAC-FF
notifications). An online application administered by the
EC is used as the main tool for the exchange of informa-
tion in the AAC system.

Pursuant to § 15 (5) of Act No.110/1997 Coll. on Food-
stuffs and Tobacco Products, as amended, CAFIAis the
national contact point for administrative assistance
and cooperation in the Czech Republic, and one of the
appointed liaison bodies in compliance with Article 103
of the Official Control Regulation. Supervisory bodies
send information about the results of official inspec-
tions and related requests for cooperation to the other
Member States through the contact point at CAFIA.
AAC notifications received from the other member
states are transmitted via the National Contact Point
to other supervisory food and feed authorities in the
Czech Repubilic for the purpose of follow-up investiga-
tions or the taking of appropriate measures, as applica-
ble.

In 2022, a total of 251 notifications (167 AAC-AA notifica-
tions and 84 AAC-FF notifications) were distributed via
the online tool. Of this, 130 notifications fell under the
authority of CAFIA. Also, 266 related notifications, pieces
of information and reactions were processed. Out of the
total number of notifications, 84 cases were sent from
the Czech Republic and 167 cases received from the
other member states. 11 AAC notifications in total were
received or sent out in the form of e-mail communica-
tion or “conversations”.

2 Information and
Communication System

CAFIA's information and communication infrastructure
consists of a comprehensive set of technologies from
trusted suppliers on different platforms. The various
technologies are focused on the processing and data

V roce 2022 byla dokonéena modernizace videokonfe-
rencniho systému na inspektoratu v Praze, aby byly pIné
vyuzity veskeré funkcionality dostupné na platformé
Cisco.

V rdmci reflektovani nabizenych moznosti na trhu byly
vyrazné posileny datové linky mezi véemi inspektoraty,
a to zejména s ohledem na datovou naro¢nost vybra-
nych procesU v internich systémech provozovanych

v centralni serverovné. V této souvislosti byl optimalné
navysen i limit datového provozu v rdmci Centralniho
mista sluzeb.

integration of heterogeneous software systems and
applications with specific solutions running in multiple
subsystems.

The systems are integrated in eight local networks,
which are interconnected using a virtual private network
based on stable MPLS hybrid technology. It is centrally
administered, and operations and security are proac-
tively monitored with modern HW and SW equipment.
Powerful FortiGate network infrastructure devices are
integrated in the local networks at all locations, provid-
ing comprehensive protection to the CAFIA network
and the protection of Internet connectivity against se-
curity threats. The high reliability and quality of network
connections and services are secured therewith, includ-
ing fixed network voice services which are operated via
an IP telephony platform. All Inspectorates are equipped
with powerful backbone elements from a certified man-
ufacturer (Cisco), which are changed at regular intervals
and according to current requirements for the develop-
ment of the entire infrastructure.

PRTG, a supervisory system for operating systems, and
IBM Security QRadar SIEM, a high-performance security
monitoring system supplemented with NESSUS func-
tionalities, are also used to protect the CAFIA informa-
tion communication infrastructure.

As another security measure, CAFIA operates an inde-
pendent physical server for managing Active Directory
accounts, and this is completely independent of the
virtual server infrastructure.

In 2022, the modernisation of the video conference sys-
tem was completed at the Inspectorate in Prague in or-
der to fully utilise all the functionalities available on the
Cisco platform.

So as to reflect all the options offered on the market,
the data lines between all Inspectorates were signifi-
cantly strengthened, especially with regard to the data
intensity of selected processes in the internal systems
operated in the central server room. In this context, the
data traffic limit within the Central Service Center was
also optimally increased.

A significant change was the relocation of the central
server room in the central Inspectorate building to new-
ly prepared premises with modern equipment. In ad-
dition to a double floor, the current server room is also
equipped with powerful cooling towers, a high-quality
fire extinguishing system with adequate backup, and
proper security according to the relevant legislation.

In 2022, all modifications to the server rooms at the indi-
vidual Inspectorates were also completed, in particular
the replacement of extinguishing gases in the fire ex-
tinguishing systems and changes in the configurations
of local network elements.

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Modifications to application software for the individu-
al subsystems of the CAFIA information system were
carried out in the context of current user requirements
or in connection with legislative requirements through-
out 2022.

In 2022, work continued on the development of the
KOPR information system, which is the primary system
for the execution of inspection activities and subse-
quent administrative proceedings at CAFIA. This year,
modifications to IS KOPR were aimed at optimising the
functionalities enabling the management of the data-
base of headquarters and establishments. New func-
tions for the administration of RASFF notices and AACS
notices through IS KOPR were completed, replacing
the existing email communication method. In IS KOPR,
comprehensive information on a given RASFF/AACS
case will be available, including a link to the CAFIA
checks carried out. New functions for managing inspec-
tion templates, which are a useful tool in the creation

of inspection materials in IS KOPR, made the work of in-
spectors easier.

Following the amendment of the law on offences, which
abolished the obligation to submit an overview of of-
fences, extensive modifications were implemented, i.e.
the simplification of the structure of the Administrative
Procedure module, which made the work of CAFIA law-
yers significantly easier.

Functionalities allowing the mass import of results from
laboratory instruments into IS KOPR were also imple-
mented, which enabled the processing of laboratory
analyses to be made more efficient, as well as the ad-
justment of the number list of laboratory capacity in or-
der to improve the planning of the submission of labo-
ratory analyses.

In 2022, work also continued on the project of closing
IS KOPR files in ERMS, and the closing of import files
was completed. In 2022, developmental modifications
were also aimed at increasing user comfort.

Over the course of 2022, changes were made to the
ERMS that simplified and significantly improved the ef-
ficiency of work performed by users in the information
system. The most important changes are those relat-
ed to the work of individual filing offices. Modifications
were introduced in ERMS that simplify the work of users,
especially colleagues who manage the agenda of fil-
ing offices. For example, the filing sheet was changed
according to the requirements of the Czech Post Office.
Furthermore, it was made possible to “Print addresses”
straight onto adhesive labels. Last but not least, the fil-
ing of documents in ERMS was also modified.

In 2022 communication between the ERMS and other
agenda systems, in particular the KOPR IS, was devel-
oped and deepened. The concept for developing the

E¥4l Legal regulations:
creation and commentary

In 2022 CAFIA participated in the creation of 3 legis-
lative amendments. The most significant of these was
an amendment to Act No.242/2000 Coll., on organic
farming and a related amendment to Act No.146/2002
Coll., on the Czech Agriculture and Food Inspection Au-
thority.

In 2022 CAFIA also commented on seven proposals

or amendments to implementing decrees related to var-
ious acts. The amendments concern following decrees:
the Food requirements decree; the Decree on require-
ments for the quality of bottled water and the method

of its treatment; the Decree on requirements for tea,
coffee and coffee products; the Decree on tobac-
co-free nicotine pouches; the Amendment to Decree
No.329/1997 Coll,, which implements Sec.18 a), b), e), f), 9)
and h) of Act No.110/1997 Coll.,, on foodstuffs and tobacco
products and on the amendment and addition of some
related laws, for starch and starch products, legumes and
oil seeds; the Amendment to Decree No.88/1997 Coll,,
on the implementation of certain provisions of the Act
on Viticulture and Viniculture; the Amendment to Decree
No.58/2018 Coll, on dietary supplements and food com-
position. CAFIA also submitted comments on a proposal
for a government decree on the establishment of condi-
tions for the provision of support for the implementation
of measures in the sector of beekeeping products.

As in previous years, CAFIA contributed to creation

of EU legal regulations. CAFIA actively monitored
development of legislation in the area of viniculture,
specifically the drafting of implementing Acts con-
cerning Regulation (EU) No.1308/2013 establishing the
organisation of the market for agricultural products.
CAFIA also provided background materials to the Min-
istry of Agriculture for preparations for meetings of the
working groups of the Council of the EU or the Europe-
an Commission, and directly participated in meetings
as required (within the context of the discussed areas).

CAFIA employees regularly and actively participate

in the meetings of working groups of the European
Commission and the Council. In 2022, all negotiations,
with a few exceptions, took place online. During the year,
more than forty meetings were held concerning issues
relevant to CAFIA. The EC working group for agricultur-
al, environmental and industrial contaminants met the
most frequently (7x), followed by the EC working group
for official food controls (5x). Furthermore, experts met
regularly in the EC groups for the RASFF rapid alert
system, the AAC administrative cooperation system,
tobacco products, wine and spirits, issues concerning
imports, new foodstuffs, and others. A group for nano
materials in foodstuffs was newly created.

A CAFIA representative attends the meetings of the
Section Coordination Group (SCG) at the Ministry

of Agriculture of the Czech Republic. The SCG is a coor-
dination centre for the approval of instructions, posi-
tions and mandates presented on behalf of the Czech
Republic at meetings of working bodies of the EU such
as COREPER, the Special Agricultural Committee, and
the Council of Ministers for Agriculture and Fisheries.

The main event of 2022 was the presidency of the Czech
Republic in the Council of the EU, which took place from
1.7 .to 31.12. 2022. During the presidency, the Minis-

try of Agriculture attended meetings of the CZ PRES
Gremium, which was made up of the representatives

of Ministry of Agriculture departments and subordi-
nate supervisory authorities. The CZ PRES Gremium
met once or twice a week to discuss the outputs of the
EU Council's working groups and informal events, and
preparation also took place for future meetings of the
Council's working groups and discussions about organ-
isational matters related to the smooth running of the
presidency.

During the Czech presidency in the EU Council, which
was taken over from France, 2 working groups of the
Council of the EU relevant to CAFIA activities were
active, namely the working group for geographical
designation and designation of origin, and the working
group for wine and alcohol. Within the context of the
first mentioned group, the regulation on EU geographi-
cal indications for wine, spirits and agricultural products
and quality modes for agricultural products was dis-

cussion of this proposal at the meeting of the AGRIFISH
Council, where a progress report was presented and the
work on the regulation was handed over to the Swedish
presidency. As for the Group for Wine and Alcohol (OIV),
the CAFIA representative acted as the Deputy Chairman
at a meeting in Brussels and at an informal meeting

of the EU member states before the General Assembly
of the OIV (International Organization for Vine and Wine)
as a part of the International Viticulture and Wine Con-
gress. The General Assembly took place in Mexico, and
OIV resolutions concerning oenological practices were
approved there.

Within the framework of the presidency, a meeting

of the Heads of Food Safety Agencies was also held

in Prague. It is an informal association of leaders of Euro-
pean authorities responsible for supervising food quality
and safety. A CAFIA representative chaired these two-
day negotiations in cooperation with the Ministry of Ag-
riculture. The following points were on the agenda: the
sustainability of the food chain, inspections of placing
food on the market via e-commerce, new technologies
in food inspections, and also the results of the CZ PRES
questionnaire on the revision of the hygiene package.

E2X] Legal activities

3202 administrative proceedings were concluded with
food business operators in 2022, and fines totalling
109 801000 CZK were imposed.

Obligation to reimburse the amount of CZK 327 000 was
imposed as the total compensation for administrative
proceeding costs for offences committed by food busi-
ness operators.

In 2022, regional courts decided with final legal force

on the administration of justice regarding 30 complaints
against the decisions of CAFIA Headquarters. Of these
delivered final regional court decisions, the complaints
were dismissed as unjustified in 27 cases, and the de-
cision of the Headquarters was revoked by the court

in 3 cases and returned for consideration in further pro-
ceedings. In 2022, 13 decisions of the Supreme Adminis-
trative Court concerning decisions made by the Head-
quarters entered final legal force.

EX] Cooperation with other
authorities and institutions
in the Czech Republic

CAFIA has been cooperating with the Ministry of In-
dustry and Trade of the Czech Republic for many years

in the joint operation of the ProCoP system, the function
of which is to provide information to entrepreneurs re-
garding product requirements and the functioning of the
internal market for the free movement of foodstuffs.
CAFIA has actively contributed to the resolution of cases
concerning the identification of unfair marketing practic-
es, including unfair marketing practices directed at con-
sumers from other member states of the EU (using the
CPCS - Consumer Protection Cooperation System). CA-
FIAis also involved in the SOLVIT system, which facilitates
cooperation between member states for the effective
resolution of issues that arise due to the incorrect appli-
cation of legal regulations in the internal market by public
authorities. CAFIA also participates in the meetings of the
expert committee concerning the law on the regulation
of advertising, whose activities lie under the patronage

of the Ministry of Industry and Trade.

Very close cooperation is ongoing with the State Vet-
erinary Administration (SVA) in the performance of of-
ficial inspections. This is particularly relevant to the
inspection of non-compliant foodstuffs of animal origin
at the premises of producers or of importers identified
by CAFIA in the sales network. It also applies to the sub-
mission by SVA of relevant information to CAFIA about
its findings at inspections conducted on the premises
of producers of foodstuffs of animal origin.

Cooperation between CAFIA and the General Direc-
torate of Customs during inspections of food com-
modities imported from third countries is consistently
of a high standard. Joint inspections focused on the
origin of imported or transported wine are frequent and
effective. CAFIA cooperates with the General Directo-
rate of Customs in the training of inspectors in the area
of online store inspections.

Na misté je zminit velmi efektivni spolupraci s Potravi-
narskou komorou CR. Tato spoluprace je vedena ve dvou
hlavnich oblastech. Za prvé to je oblast spoluprace pfi
vyjasnovani si pristupu k praktickému rfeseni otazek
vyplyvajicich z nékdy i velmi komplikovanych pravnich
predpist. Takovy pfistup umoznuje ceskym vyrobclim
co nejrychleji a nejefektivnéji pfijimat ve svych podni-
cich uginna opatreni. Na druhou stranu je pak uredni
kontrola v mnoha pfipadech rychlejsi a jednodussi. Dru-
hou oblasti je pak spoluprace pfi vytvareni systému Ces-
kych cechovnich norem, kde SZPI mUZe poskytnout PK
CR kvalifikovany nazor prakticky ke véem predkladanym
navrhdm norem.

Podobné efektivni je pak spoluprace se Svazem obcho-
du a cestovniho ruchu CR, kde pravidelné organizované
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Another cooperating supervisory body that should

be mentioned is the Central Institute for Supervis-

ing and Testing in Agriculture, with which cooperation
takes place on inspections carried out on the premises
of primary producers, and also during CAFIA inspec-
tions conducted based on the analysis of data from the
Institute’s Vineyard Register.

CAFIA maintains close cooperation with the National
Institute of Public Health in the evaluation of food risks,
as well as with the State Institute for Drug Control, par-
ticularly when dealing with products declared to be food
supplements that are very similar to medicinal products.

CAFIA continued in its co-operation with the Intellectual
Property Office in terms of its activities regarding the
enforcement of intellectual property rights, namely dur-
ing inspections of protected geographical indications
of foodstuffs and protected designations of foodstuff
origin.

In 2022 CAFIA cooperated with the Administration

of State Material Reserves (ASMR) in the provision of in-
formation when one of the strategic material reserves
in the repositories of the ASMR was being restocked.

The very efficient cooperation between CAFIA and the
Federation of Food and Drink Industries of the Czech
Republic (FFDI CR) is also worthy of mention. This co-
operation was maintained in two principal areas. First,
there was cooperation in the development of a shared
approach to finding practical solutions for issues result-
ing from legal regulations, which are sometimes very
complicated. This approach allows Czech producers

to take effective measures in their businesses as quick-
ly and as efficiently as possible. Official inspections

are then faster and simpler in many cases. The other
area of cooperation was in the creation of the Czech
Guild Standards system, during which CAFIA was able
to provide the Food Chamber of the Czech Republic
with a qualified opinion on almost all of the presented
proposals for standards.

Cooperation with the Czech Confederation of Com-
merce and Tourism (CCCT) is similarly efficient. Regu-
larly organised round tables involving representatives
of supervisory authorities have a significant preventive
effect, and the practical application of the agreed rules
in many cases simplifies the performance of the official
inspections carried out by CAFIA.

In 2022, issues concerning the labelling of “plant based
products” were discussed intensively with the latter two
organisations, i.e. the FFDI CR and the CCCT.

The monitoring of the incidence of radiation is organ-
ised across the EU’'s member states and includes the
elements of the environment (soil, water, air) and the en-
tire food chain (plants, feed, animals, foodstuffs). CAFIA

In 2022 CAFIA continued its cooperation with the in-
terest group for legal entities CZ.NIC (the administra-
tor of the CZ domain) in the field of the identification
of inspected entities during the investigation of online
trading.

In 2022 CAFIA continued its cooperation with the Coun-
cil for Radio and Television Broadcasting in the coordi-
nation of advertising inspections.

In 2022 CAFIA also cooperated with the National An-
ti-drug Centre of the Police of the Czech Republic,
Criminal Police and Investigation Service, in the area
of the inspection of food which could contain narcotic
and psychotropic substances.

In the area of metrology, CAFIA maintains active coop-
eration with the Czech Metrology Institute and the Of-
fice for Standards, Metrology and Testing. In 2022, a rep-
resentative from CAFIA was appointed to the Council
for Metrology. CAFIA participates in regular meetings
of the Council and monitors current events in the field
of metrology in the Czech Republic.

In 2022, contact was established with the Association
of Disinfection, Disinsection and Pest Control Workers
of the Czech Republic.

Thanks to the decline in the COVID-19 pandemic, CAFIA
employees have begun to participate in business trips
abroad again; the vast majority of the trips in 2022 were
for various BTSF training sessions, or to workshops in-
tended for laboratory employees.

In 2022, CAFIA inspectors and other employees start-
ed to renew participation in training courses called
Better Training for Safer Food (BTSF), which are organ-
ised for the representatives of supervisory authorities
by DG SANTE, and which specialise in various inspection
topics. In 2022, 14 CAFIA employees had the opportuni-
ty to participate in 9 types of training (focused on, e.g.
audits, HACCP, protected labels, wine evaluation, new
foodstuffs, etc.) Three CAFIA employees continue to ac-
tively participate as trainers in the BTSF programmes for
the area of e-commerce inspections and HACCP.

In 2022, a CAFIA employee was engaged in the Per-
manent Representation of the Czech Republic to the
EU in Brussels at the Department of Agriculture and
Environment, where she was in charge of issues con-
nected with the organisation of the common market,
plant and animal commodities, organic agriculture, and
OlVissues.

An inspector from the Olomouc Inspectorate spent

3 months on an internship at DG SANTE, specifically

at the department of bilateral international relations,
which is in charge of communication with third coun-
tries regarding phytosanitary and hygiene measures,
certificates for imports/exports from/to third coun-
tries, and also the Farm to Fork strategy. The intern-
ship broadened the employee’s horizons regarding the
functioning of the EU and gave her a perspective on her
work from a different angle.

Another employee of the Olomouc Inspectorate ac-
tively participated in a workshop for Ukraine, which was
organized by the Czech Metrology Institute. It provid-
ed online training aimed at ensuring food safety, with
regard also given to the conditions that arise when

a country is in a military conflict. The workshop took
place as part of a twinning project entitled Strength-
ening the Institutional Capacity of the Ministry Of Ru-
ral Development, Economy, Trade and Agriculture

of Ukraine in the Field of National Quality Infrastructure.

In April, a study visit by representatives of administrators
from Bosnia and Herzegovina took place in the Czech
Republic with the aim of exchanging experience and
gaining a deeper understanding of the current ap-
proach of the EU and the Czech Republic in various are-
as of agriculture. The delegation included experts in the
field of viticulture and viniculture, who were introduced

V prvni poloviné roku 2022 realizovala Statni zemédélska
a potravinarska inspekce spoleéné se saskym statnim
ministerstvem pro socialni zaleZitosti a soudrznost jiz
druhy projekt preshrani¢ni spoluprace, tentokrat pod
nazvem Spolecné za lepsi potraviny. Tento projekt byl
realizovan v rdémci Programu spoluprace Ceska republi-
ka — Svobodny stat Sasko 2014-2020. Za SZPI se do néj
zapojilo zhruba 25 osob, predevsim inspektord.

Za SZPI se do projektu zapojily inspektoraty v Usti nad
Labem a v Plzni, na saské strané pak dozorové orga-

ny z okres( Drazdany, Saské stiedohofi, Saské Svycar-
sko — Vychodni Krusné hory a Pohorelec a celkem se jej
zucastnilo priblizné 50 osob.

Stejné jako v pripadé predeslych preshrani¢nich pro-
jektl bylo i zde cilem kromé sezndmeni se s pfistupy

ke kontrolni ¢innosti také posileni spoluprace a navazani
kontaktl mezi inspektory v pfihrani¢nim regionu. Projekt

to the activities and competences of CAFIA in the area
of the official assessment of wine during their stay

at the Central Institute for Supervising and Testing

by CAFIA employees. Discussions were held with them
regarding relevant legal regulations, specific inspection
procedures, inspection methods and labelling, and they
also were given a brief presentation on the results and
experience of the CAFIA Committee concerning inspec-
tion activities and the classification of wine. The Bosnian
experts will use the experience gained in the creation

of national legislation.

At the end of May and the beginning of June, a sev-
en-member group from the Georgian National Food
Agency (NFA) visited CAFIA. The NFA is a Georgian regu-
latory body that oversees the safety of food, feed, health
and the welfare of animals, as well as the phytosanitary
area. For our Georgian colleagues, there were two main
reasons for visiting our office: the topics of quality man-
agement systems and communication with consumers.
The NFA does not yet have an established and certified
quality system, and so its representatives are looking for
inspiration that will help them set up a quality manage-
ment system at the NFA. In addition, the system used
by CAFIA to communicate with consumers, CAFIA's ac-
tivities on social networks, the Food Pillory website and
other communication tools were presented. The visit

to CAFIA was mediated by the Czech Development
Agency, which is implementing a comprehensive pro-
ject in Georgia financed from the European programme
ENPARD, which includes the implementation of a qual-
ity management system and the topic of communica-
tion with consumers at the NFA.

In 2022, CAFIA had the opportunity to observe audits
by the American Food and Drug Administration, which
that supervisory body carried out at a total of 4 oper-
ations which fall under the competence of CAFIA. The
subject of the audits were companies that export their
products to the USA.

EX] International projects

In the first half of 2022, CAFIA together with the Saxon
State Ministry for Social Affairs and Cohesion imple-
mented already second joint cross-border cooperation
project, this time under the title Together for Better
Food. This project was implemented as a part of the
Cooperation programme Czech Republic - Free State
of Saxony 2014-2020. Approximately 25 persons from
CAFIA were involved, these being mainly inspectors.

On behalf of CAFIA, Inspectorates in Usti nad Labem

and Pilsen were involved, and on the Saxon side, super-
visory authorities from the districts of Dresden, Central
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Vymeénny pobyt 4¢lennych skupin trval 3 dny, sestaval ze
spolecné teoreticke ¢asti, kdy byly obecné predstaveny
systémy kontroly nastavené v obou zemich a dale nasle-
dovaly navstévy regionalniho inspektoratu ¢i kontrolniho
organu, kde byly predstaveny postupy daného Uradu ty-
kajici se kontrol potravin, diskutovany aktualni problémy
a vybrana kontrolni témata a dale nasledovaly navstévy
provozovatell potravinarskych podnikd. Tyto navstévy
provozovatell byly realizovany v rozsahu kompetenci
obou dozorovych organl a v ramci tohoto projektu byly
zameéreny prevazné na provozovny verejného stravovani.

Celkové naklady obou partnerl na projekt jsou necelych

50 tisic EUR, z nichz 85 % bylo nasledné refundovano
z Evropského fondu pro regionalni rozvoj.
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Saxon Hills, Saxon Switzerland - Eastern Ore Mountains
and Gortlitz. A total of 50 people took part.

As in previous cases of cross-border cooperation, the
objective here, in addition to an increase in familiar-

ity with approaches to inspection activities, was the
enhancement of cooperation and the establishment

of contacts among inspectors in the border region. The
project started in March in Karlovy Vary with a theoret-
ical part, which was immediately followed by exchange
visits of Saxon inspectors at CAFIA Inspectorates. After
that, a theoretical part then took place in Dresden, fol-
lowed by exchange visits of Czech inspectors at Saxon
supervisory authorities in individual districts. Afterwards,
senior workers engaged in a stay at the Saxon ministry,
and the project was completed in Dresden in the middle
of June 2022.

The exchange visits involved 4-member groups and
lasted for 3 days. They consisted of a common theo-
retical part, where inspection systems set up in both
countries were presented generally, and were followed
by visits to the regional Inspectorate or supervisory
body, where the procedures of the given authority con-
cerning food inspections were presented, and current
issues and selected inspection topics were discussed.
This was followed by visits to food business operators.
These visits to operators were carried out within the
scope of the competences of both supervisory au-
thorities, and, within this project, were mainly focused
on public catering facilities.

The total expenses for the project for both partners
combined amounted to almost 50,000 €, 85% of which
was subsequently reimbursed from the European Re-
gional Development Fund.

Communication between CAFIA and the general public
is based on the principles of transparency and open-
ness. The media plays a key role in this communication.
CAFIA closely cooperates on a regular basis through its
press officer with news outlets and journalist editorial
teams of all media types - television, radio, press and
on-line reporting, including their extensions in social
networks. Such cooperation not only allows CAFIA to in-
form consumers and businesses quickly and efficiently
about its key findings, such as the identification of un-
safe food on the market or the closing of public catering
facilities, but it also increases consumer literacy. In addi-
tion, it improves orientation in the food market and legal
awareness within target groups.

The priority of CAFIA in its communication with the
public and the media remains the publishing of infor-
mation on the detection of foodstuffs that are unsafe,
unsuitable for human consumption and adulterated.
CAFIA publishes this information with an emphasis

on speed, accessibility to the wider public and pre-
cision with regard to the product name, the produc-
tion batch, the producer, and the place of sale. This

is in order to provide the maximum possible protection
to consumers who may have unsafe foodstuffs at home.
CAFIA also continuously publishes reports on the meas-
ures imposed on food business operators and public
catering establishments that fail to comply with appli-
cable legal regulations.

Compared to the previous two years, the issue

of non-compliant food supplements, whose vendors
exploited the fears of the public regarding the COVID-19
pandemic, receded into the background. Media com-
munication in 2022 reflects a return to normal inspec-
tion activities.

One of the most important events in 2022 was the tenth
anniversary of the Food Pillory project, which is unique
in Europe. It is a service for consumers whereby CAFIA
publicises information about food or facilities that vio-
late legal regulations. The ten years of existence of this
service were reviewed at a press conference with the
participation of the Minister of Agriculture Zdenék
Nekula, and other department staff. Representatives
of most of the leading domestic media organisations
were also introduced to areas where the further de-
velopment of services to domestic consumers is tak-
ing place, as well as the new inspection competences
of CAFIA.

The publication of press releases is a basic tool for
communication with the public via the media; CAFIA
issued a total of 26 press releases in 2022. In addition,

the authority continuously provides answers to individ-
ual questions raised by the editors of individual me-
dia organisations; there were 1142 questions from this
source last year. Members of CAFIA's management,
alongside other groups of expert employees, also reg-
ularly contribute to the education of the public through
their participation in news, consumer and general in-
terest programmes on television or on the radio, as well
as through the expert proofreading of articles in the
press. Among other things, CAFIA regularly cooperates
with Czech TV and Czech Radio, sending CAFIA's expert
employees to inform the public about issues concern-
ing food law, food selection, and the potential risks
associated therewith. They additionally provide infor-
mation about the results of inspection activities, and
advise consumers on how to reduce the risk of buying
poor quality or even unsafe food. A significant source
of information on the results of CAFIA inspections for
both consumers and the media is the Food Pillory por-
tal. At this site, CAFIA publishes information on serious
findings concerning unsafe, adulterated and poor-qual-
ity foodstuffs distributed in the Czech Repubilic. This
information is also available through an application for
mobile phones running on Android and iOS operating
systems. At present, visitors to the website can find
information on almost 5500 food batches that failed
to comply with the requirements of legal regulations.
The communication channels employed also include
accounts on the social networks Facebook, Twitter, and
Instagram, where the content is updated daily.

¥l Communication with
the public

In 2022 a total of 6 032 individuals and entities con-
tacted CAFIA with inquiries. More than eighty percent
of them (5175 inquirers in total) contacted the CAFIA
Headquarters directly. The CAFIA Department of Con-
trol, Laboratories and Certification registered inquiries
from a total of 989 various entities (of which 472 were
submitted in writing, and 517 by telephone). In addition,
the CAFIA spokesperson and their deputy received

a total of 1142 inquiries from the media throughout the
course of the year. The remaining fewer than two tenths
of inquirers (a total of 857 inquirers) took their question
to one of the regional CAFIA Inspectorates.

A special telephone helpline and email address are
operated by the Communication Unit, which deals with
all sorts of inquiries from the public. In 2022, a total

of 3044 inquirers used this service. 1696 applicants

for information contacted CAFIA by telephone, and
1348 individuals did so in writing. Some inquiries were
submitted in a foreign language. Specifically, 111 reports

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The majority of people who contacted the CU with their
inquiries were entrepreneurs (or persons considering
starting a business in the area of food), followed by con-
sumers. 1433 entrepreneurs and 228 consumers con-
tacted the CU by phone in 2022. 972 entrepreneurs and
263 consumers opted for written queries. As is tradition-
ally the case, consumers tended to use written commu-
nication. Conversely, entrepreneurs contacted the CU
more frequently via telephone, as they see this as being
a faster and more flexible way to obtain information.
The distribution of the number of inquiries addressed
to the CU during the year according to the type of com-
munication is shown in more detail in Graph 5.

Graph 6 shows the frequency of queries sent to the
Communication Unit and the CAFIA spokesperson

in 2022. In the "institution” category, questions from
financial authorities, the Police of the Czech Repub-
lic, ministries, the Customs Administration and other
supervisory organizations (Central Institute for Su-
pervising and Testing in Agriculture, State Institute for
Drug Control). In the “other” category, there were most
often CAFIA job applicants and students, mostly from
universities, who were interested in unpaid internships
at CAFIA. Often, students also asked for documents and
information that they could use in their written work.

Entrepreneurs addressing the Communication Unit
most frequently ask for information on the commence-
ment of business activities in the food industry. Their
queries mainly concern food production in shared kitch-
ens, the storage of food in family homes, or homemade
food production. This may be a consequence of the
COVID-19 pandemic, when entrepreneurs gradually
became more interested in food production from home.
Traditionally, the inquirers were interested in informa-
tion on the import or sale of food supplements and oth-
er products (typically beverages, fruit and vegetables,
confectionery and herbal products). As in previous years,
many inquirers ask about the conditions for doing busi-
ness with products containing CBD (cannabidiols). Re-
cently, there were frequent questions concerning HHC
and also to a significant extent about kratom, its control
and legislation related to this issue. Entrepreneurs also
ask about the parameters for tobacco products, the
labelling of foodstuffs generally, or reporting their im-
ports from abroad. The number of inquiries from foreign
entrepreneurs also increased. These businesspersons
were mainly interested in the possibilities of importing
goods from Ukraine, which was undoubtedly connected
with the military conflict in that country.

Questions from consumers who contacted the CAFIA
information line were now related to issues concern-
ing kratom and the way it is sold to children and ado-
lescents. As is traditional, consumers asked about the
obligations of entrepreneurs, especially as to whether
it is necessary to indicate the country of origin or man-
ufacturer on packaged food. Several questions also

reflected current cases in the media (for example, the
Kinder chocolate case). Primarily senior citizens were
interested in the experience of our authority with food
supplements or various additives. Several inquirers
asked for an analysis of foodstuffs whose quality and
safety they had doubts about.

The number of requests for information received

in accordance with Act No.106/1999 Coll., on free ac-
cess to information remained at a similar level in 2022
as in the previous year. A total of 70 inquiries fulfilled the
formal requirements of the given request for informa-
tion. Of this number, the CAFIA Headquarters handled

a total of 42 requests. The rest of the requests were then
processed by the regional CAFIA Inspectorates.

Requests for the confirmation of information known

to food business operators are dealt with outside the
regime of Act No.106/1999 Coll. (i.e. they are registered
with CAFIA and are subject to inspection). Entrepre-
neurs often require confirmation that they are regis-
tered with CAFIA in order to be able to apply for subsidy
programmes. The settlement of these requests is within
the competence of the individual regional Inspector-
ates, and is arranged via a specific form, which is avail-
able to all entrepreneurs on the CAFIA website. A total
of 361 requests were processed in 2022.

Web pages

The Czech Agriculture and Food Inspection Authority
informs the public about its activities, vacancies and
current findings via its web pages. Users are regularly
warned about unsafe, poor-quality or adulterated food,
either through press releases or via a link to the Food
Pillory website. Web users can also find information that
enables the safe purchase of foodstuffs. There are also
warnings against untrustworthy information, i.e. hoaxes,
and answers to frequently asked questions.

There is a clear overview of the conditions under which
entrepreneurs may commence activities in the area

of food business operation, including the necessary
forms. Media representatives can find press releases
as well as information in other awareness-raising arti-
cles on the website.

The website of the Authority is archived by the National
Library of the Czech Republic and meets the conditions
of internet accessibility, which means that all of the in-
formation published is also available to handicapped cit-
izens and is fully in compliance with Act No.99/2019 Coll.
on the Accessibility of Website and Mobile Applications,
and on the amendment to Act No.365/2000 Coll. on the
Information Systems of Public Administration and on the
amendment of certain other acts, as amended.

The CAFIA website is available for the users in two lan-
guage versions, Czech and English.

Also in 2022, new content was added to the CAFIA web-
site. Users can now acquaint themselves with blocked
web pages which offer dangerous foodstuffs, or the
content of which seriously violates the requirements

set by legal regulations - see chapter 2.110 Inspections
of internet shops. There are also new CAFIA proce-
dures and statements available, which are placed in the
section of the same name. Furthermore, users can also
familiarise themselves with new information related

to tobacco products or wine issues. Information regard-
ing certification activities and anti-corruption strategy
has also been added.

Shopping habits, consumer behaviour, and also us-

ers’' knowledge are checked every month via a survey
question. After users have submitted their answer to the
question checking their knowledge, the correct answer
is displayed to them. The obtained data is often used

as supporting material for the authority’s supervisory
activities.

The Authority is also presented online at the eAgri
portal, which is run by the Ministry of Agriculture of the
Czech Republic. The users can find basic information
about the Authority there, including links to individual

In 2022, the CAFIA web pages were most frequently
visited by users from the Czech Republic (75.1 % of all
users), while significant numbers of visits were recorded
from China (10.0 %), and also France (2.8 %), Germany
(2.3 %), Slovakia (2.2 %) and the USA (2.0 %).

The most frequently visited sections in 2022 were (in the
following order): Press releases, News on the website,
Reporting of the import of foodstuffs, Vacancies and In-
spection notifications. The most frequently searched for
information was that on the dual quality of foodstuffs,
wine and tobacco products.

Food Pillory in 2022

The Food Pillory project incorporates several intercon-
nected parts: a website, a mobile application, and pro-
files on Facebook, Twitter and Instagram.

The Food Pillory project was launched on 10.7. 2012,
and from its launch up to the end of 2022 it was visited
by 6.3 million users, of which 400 000 were in 2022. The
website provides information on non-compliant batch-

es of foodstuffs identified during official CAFIA and SVA
inspections, closed facilities, thematic inspections, and
warnings about risky websites.

In 2022, 10 years have passed since the launch of the
Food Pillory website, and a press conference was held
on CAFIA premises to mark the anniversary, with the
participation of the Minister of Agriculture, Ing. Zdenék
Nekula and CAFIA Director General, Ing. Martin Klanica.

In the Foodstuffs section, entries concerning non-com-
pliant batches of foodstuffs are sorted into three cate-
gories according to the seriousness of findings related
to them - unsafe, adulterated and poor quality. The
State Veterinary Administration also became involved

in the Food Pillory project in 2016. Since 15.11. 2016, the
Foodstuffs section has also been publishing information
on non-compliant batches of foodstuffs identified in of-
ficial inspections by the SVA.

V sekci Rizikové webové stranky informuje SZPI spotre-
bitele o webovych strankach, které nabizeji potraviny
(zejména doplriky stravy) v rozporu s pravnimi predpi-
sy CR a EU.

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In 2022, a total of 374 entries regarding non-compliant
batches of foodstuffs found during official CAFIA in-
spections were made public: 263 in the “unsafe” catego-
ry, 62 in the “adulterated” category and 49 in the “poor
quality” category.

In the Closed Establishments section, publicity is giv-
en to the closure of establishments or parts of estab-
lishments by CAFIA (i.e. a ban was imposed on the use
of the premises) during official inspections for serious
violations of hygiene regulations. Some frequent viola-
tions include noticeably neglected cleaning, the pres-
ence of living or dead pests, rodent droppings, mould
and dirt on walls and floors, damage to walls, waste
accumulation, and lack of access to running water

or running hot water. The entries concerning the closed
establishments are accompanied by photographs.

If the inspected entity remedies the identified defects
and the ban is lifted, information on its complete or par-
tial reopening is added to the establishment’s listing

on the website.

In 2022, information was published concerning 138 full
or partial closures of establishments, including 70 in the
retail category, 31in the category of restaurants, 12 in the
category of production, 8 in the category of wholesale,

7 in the category of fast food, 5 in the category of pubs,
bars or gambling houses, 2 in the category of petrol sta-
tions, and 3 in the category of sweet shops. The entries
can be viewed as a list or on a map of the Czech Repub-
lic for easier orientation.

The Thematic Inspections section lists the results

of inspection activities focusing on a certain specific
issue affecting the market. The section lists all batches
of foodstuffs assessed during the inspection activity,
including those that complied with legal regulations.

In the Risky Websites section, CAFIA informs consumers
about websites that offer foodstuffs (food supplements
in particular) that are non-compliant with legal regula-
tions in the Czech Republic and the EU. These are sites
which are clearly aimed at domestic consumers - they
present the goods in Czech, offer the option of purchas-
ing goods using Czech crowns, and enable the deliv-
ery of consignments to the Czech Republic. In reality,
however, their operators are located mainly outside the
EU, or their location cannot be identified, and conse-
quently, in the case of such vendors, CAFIA has very few
options for forcing compliance with legal regulations.
Newly from 2022, information is provided on whether

a website is “blocked” in the Czech Republic, i.e. if a giv-
en website has been added to the list of websites of-
fering dangerous food, or food whose content seriously
violates the requirements set by legal regulations, for
whose inspection CAFIA is responsible (see www.szpi.
gov.cz/en/article/list-of-blocked-websites.aspx).

Mobilni aplikace Potraviny na pranyfFi
Spotrebiteldm je k dispozici ke stazeni zdarma mobilni
aplikace pro systémy — Android a iOS (iPhone).

In 2022, 17 entries were published in the Risky Web-
sites section. The consumers were informed on how
the operator breaches legal regulations or why the
website is 'risky’ for the consumer. For instance, there
may be a warning that the operator failed to provide

all requested contact information, or that such data

is missing completely; that the website is registered
outside the territory of the Czech Republic and one can-
not identify the holder of the domain name; that unfair
marketing practices are used on the website; that com-
pulsory information about foodstuffs is missing; or that
the operator uses unauthorised health claims for the
foodstuffs offered as well as so-called ‘medical claims’
that are contrary to legal regulations, etc.

Communication with consumers is of great impor-
tance to CAFIA, and thus a contact form entitled
‘Comments on the Website' is available for consumers
to use to send in their questions. Suggestions for the
improvement of the website can also be sent. It is pos-
sible to employ the RSS channel for this, too. Naturally,
the website has also been adapted for use by vision-im-
paired consumers.

The Food Pillory mobile app

At present, a mobile app for Android and iOS (iPhone)
systems is available to be downloaded by consumers for
free.

The mobile application allows the user to view

the 20 most recent entries published in the individual
sections - Foodstuffs, Closed Establishments, Thematic
Checks and Risky Websites; to check if non-compliant
foodstuffs were found in their vicinity, not only with the
aid of GPS localisation via a device, but also after enter-
ing a postcode or finding a specific point on the map;
to display news from the CAFIA web pages; or to find
contact details for the individual CAFIA Inspectorates.

In addition, the mobile application allows users/con-
sumers to submit an inspection notification by simply
using their mobile device to take a photo of the defect,
or of the food about which they want to inform CAFIA.
They then can add the description of the issue and the
information is sent via the mobile app directly to the
responsible CAFIA Inspectorate.

The Food Pillory on Facebook, Twitter and Instagram
The Food Pillory profiles on social networks represents
an extension of the portfolio of communication chan-
nels through which CAFIA informs consumers and the
wider public about inspection findings, and deepens
their knowledge about foodstuffs. It also serves as a dis-
cussion platform not only between consumers and
CAFIA, but also among consumers themselves.

The Facebook profile for the Food Pillory was followed

by nearly 38 800 users in 2022, which is approximate-
ly 4 800 users more than in 2021. The most watched

who then share the content. In this way they increase
awareness among consumers about CAFIA's activities
and mainly about educational activities concerning
food legislation. In the last three months of 2022, the
average number of views per post was about 13500,
which is about 1500 views more than in the same period
in 2021, mainly due to posts concerning closed estab-
lishments and non-compliant foods which are popular
with consumers.

The Food Pillory Twitter profile had more than 5200 fol-
lowers at the end of 2022. The Twitter account has long
been functioning as an effective platform for communi-
cation with media representatives.

The Food Pillory profile also exists on the Instagram
social network, where it is followed by more than 2000
users, which is 200 users more than in the previous
year. For the second year in a row, the Instagram profile
recorded a year-on-year increase in followers by more
than 10%, which can be seen as a repeated confirma-
tion of the change in the content strategy to one which
is more reflective of the specifics of this means of com-
munication and the followers of the Instagram social
network.

CAFIA is also active on the LinkedIn professional plat-
form, which is used to publish vacancies in an effort
to attract a larger number of potential job seekers

to CAFIA.

As in the previous year, in 2022 contributions provid-

ing information about the closure of public catering
facilities attracted the most attention and the highest
level of interaction on social networks. The most popular
of them regularly addressed as many as 35 000 unique
users. A post about a closed sweet shop in which the
inspectors found traces of rodent activity had a record
number of viewers in 2022. The post organically attract-
ed more than 90 000 unique users and registered over
60 000 interactions.

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! Internal communication

The previous period of anti-Covid measures was an op-
portunity to consolidate and develop, in particular, elec-
tronic tools of internal communication, which CAFIA
had already emphasised previously as a way to search
for new opportunities.

The intranet portal remains the main means of internal
communication for employees at CAFIA, and is a source
of a great deal of important information, documents
and tools required for the Authority’s day-to-day activ-
ities. In 2022, attention was mainly paid to the develop-
ment of applications which are a direct part of it (e.g. In-
ternal Regulations, Reservation of Resources, Education
Records, Testing of Inspectors). Owing to the personal-
isation of displayed data corresponding to specific job
descriptions, it acts as a universal personal assistant for
each employee. The content of the main sections and
shared documents is also updated regularly.

A long-standing and proven part of the Intranet por-
tal is an anonymous e-mail box which allows employ-
ees to send their comments, complaints or questions.
Questions and responses are published on the CAFIA
Intranet.

An important role in internal communication is played
by the magazine for employees called the CAFIA News-
letter. It is published six times per year in two-month
intervals. Primarily, it is an electronic periodical which
employees can download in PDF format from the In-
tranet portal. It not only provides information about cur-
rent events at CAFIA, but also contains interviews with
employees, and presents non-traditional hobbies and
other activities. It also deals with questions from the
food industry and gastronomy. The CAFIA Newsletter
regularly features our year-round photo competitions,
the result of which are, e.g. a printed desk calendar

or similar publication, which is subsequently delivered
to all employees.

In addition to these electronic tools, meetings of em-
ployees started to take place again in 2022. The year
saw the return of mass teambuilding events and our
traditional pre-Christmas meetings with seniors (former
employees).

Kazda vzdélavaci akce
méla pridéleného odborného garanta, ktery ovéroval
kompetentnost dodavatell vzdélavaci akce, identifiko-
val cilovou skupinu a ovéfil, zda byly naplnény vzdélavaci
cile.

V roce 2022 se uskutecnilo v oblasti kontrolni ¢innosti
109 vzdélavacich akci s U¢asti 3671 osob.

for the Training of Government Employees in Official
Authorities. These rules placed increased emphasis

on the identification of training needs based on the
assessment of the civil servant, the assessment of re-
quirements for the employee as determined by the area
of service, and also the evaluation of the impacts of leg-
islative changes on the exercise of the employee’s activ-
ities.

CAFIA organized all types of mandatory training: initial
introductory training, follow-up initial training, ongo-
ing training, management training and also language
training. The internal introductory training modules
acquainted newly hired employees with internal reg-
ulations and specific issues at CAFIA. New employees
also took part in an external module, Entry-Level Fol-
low-Up Training, which unifies the training of state ad-
ministration employees and familiarises employees with
the activities of state institutions, public administra-
tion, public finances, and the legal system of the Czech
Republic and the European Union. In accordance with
the Internal Anti-corruption Program, anti-corruption
training and ethical training were included in both initial
and ongoing training.

In 2022, CAFIA focused mainly on routine education-

al training aimed at improving the knowledge of in-
spectors and other employees involved in inspection
activities. The systematic training of CAFIA employ-
ees is based on a training schedule drawn up as a fol-
low-up to the CAFIA quality plan and Regulation (EC)
No.625/2017 on Official Controls, as amended. For the
area of inspections, sectional topics were stipulated for
individual commodities and training often took place
during sectional meetings. Every training event had

an expert supervisor assigned who verified the compe-
tency of the suppliers of the training event, identified
the target group and verified whether training goals had
been met.

In 2022, 109 training events were organized in the area

of inspection activities, and 3 671 individuals participat-
ed.

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The Czech Agriculture and Food Inspection Authority

is responsible for managing the state property in con-
nection with the 6 buildings it uses. These premises

are the CAFIA Headquarters in Brno, and the buildings
of the Inspectorates in Brno, Olomouc, Hradec Kralové,
Prague and Pilsen. The Inspectorates in Tabor and Usti
nad Labem are in rented buildings which are admin-
istered by the Ministry of Agriculture. The operation,
repair and technical improvement of buildings or work-
places (rented premises) lie within the competence

of the Director General in the case of the Headquarters,
while in the case of other buildings or workplaces they
lie within the competence of the director of the relevant
Inspectorate.

In 2022, in addition to routine repairs, several significant
repairs and investment projects were implemented with
the aim of ensuring the good technical condition of the

premises used and improving the working environment

of CAFIA employees.

The Inspectorate in Prague carried out building repairs,
which included the equipment used to backup oper-
ations in laboratories, for a total sum of 750 000 CZK.

To render operations there more economical, a “smart”
water meter was installed. Furthermore, the audiovisual
equipment of the meeting room was upgraded, for a to-
tal cost of 112 mil. CZK.

The Inspectorate in Hradec Krélové arranged for drain-
age gutters and a car park to be repaired, costing
300 thousand CZK.

An extensive investment project titled Reconstruc-

tion of the Air Conditioning at the Kvétna 15 Building

in Brno - Part 1 was also completed, which included the
complete replacement of power source equipment,

the installation of a cold accumulator, and the recon-
struction of the office circuit, including related instal-
lation, assembly and construction work. The aim was

to ensure the reliable and economical operation of the
building (also including the option of additional heating)
and to ensure compliance with the hygiene standards
for the performance of activities of CAFIA staff, with
regard to the unfavourable construction of the building,
using environmentally friendly technologies. In addition,
a challenging investment project took place: Chang-
ing the Location of the Server Room at Kvétna 15, Brno,
during which the premises of a former warehouse were
modified so that they met the conditions for the oper-
ation of a server room, including the relocation of the
equipment and the construction of adjacent premises.
The aim of this construction project was to ensure the
safe operation of the CAFIA central server room. Impor-
tant repairs carried out at the Headquarters building
included, among other things, the replacement of floor
coverings in the offices and corridors, and the repair

of a technical structure at Kvétna Street.

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The beginning of 2022 was only briefly effected by the
coronavirus pandemic, and inspection activities could
gradually return to being carried out in the scope and

manner that was usual before 2020.

A special situation which the Czech Agriculture and
Food Inspection Authority had to deal with over the
course of 2022 was the shortage of some raw materi-
als that are imported to the Czech food industry from
Ukraine. After the invasion of Ukraine by Russia, trade
routes were interrupted and some raw materials, espe-
cially oils, had to be replaced by other types acceptable
for specific food technologies. In close coordination
with the Federation of the Food and Drink Industries
of the Czech Republic in particular, a suitable solution
was found, and a degree of tolerance for temporarily
inaccurate labelling was introduced for the necessary
period.

In the middle of 2022, after long and thorough prepa-
ration, the inspection of what is known as “dual quality
of foodstuffs” was fully launched. The operators of food
facilities themselves have implemented a number

of measures, and thus the number of potentially prob-
lematic foodstuffs has been reduced considerably. The
fact that dual quality is not such a problem now is evi-
denced, among other things, by the practically negligi-
ble number of submitted complaints from consumers.
The food industry and trade sectors have done a lot

of effective work in this field.

CAFIA gained a new competence through an amend-
ment to the Act on CAFIA No.146,/2002 Coll,, which is ef-
fective from 110.2022. It gave CAFIA the power to order
the blocking of websites offering dangerous foodstuffs
or with content that seriously violates legal regulations.
Since 110.2022, CAFIA has been managing a list of web-
sites offering dangerous foodstuffs, or foodstuffs whose
content seriously violates the requirements established
by legal regulations, for the monitoring of which inspec-
tion is appropriate, and publishes it on its website. The
Act on CAFIA in Section 3d imposes an obligation on in-
ternet access service providers on the territory of the
Czech Republic to block access to the websites listed

on this list within 15 days of the date of publication of the
website on the list. These pages will also appear on the
Food Pillory website in the Risky Websites section,
emphasising that they are sites “blocked” in the Czech
Republic.

Another significant competence was introduced by the
amendment to Act No.242/2000 Coll., on organic farm-
ing, which came into force on 1.10. 2022. On this day,

the competence to confirm COI certificates (confirma-
tion of inspection) passed from the customs author-
ities to the relevant supervisory activities - the Czech
Agriculture and Food Inspection Authority, the State
Veterinary Administration and the Central Institute for
Supervising and Testing in Agriculture. These organi-

sations will, in accordance with the substantive juris-
diction according to special legal regulations, carry out
inspections of the import of organic farming prod-

ucts from third countries according to Regulation (EU)
No.2018/848 of the European Parliament and of the
Council. The customs authorities will now thus only

be responsible for the course of the customs procedure.

The results of official inspections carried out in 2022
showed the long-term, consistently high level of Czech
food producers. In 2022, relatively speaking, Czech
foodstuffs had the lowest number of issues concerning
fulfilment of the requirements of food law. The estab-
lished system of Czech guild standards is also having

an effective impact. Inspections that focus on products
with the KLASA trademark or the Regional Food label
have shown that their producers are mostly aware of the
meaning of these labels and the responsibility arising
from their use. Inspections of these foodstuffs show
that deficiencies are rarely found. If they are discovered,
however, the relevant quality label is subsequently re-
moved from such foodstuffs.

The largest number of inspections, approximately two
thirds, were carried out in the area of retail, where sig-
nificant progress was noted in the level of conditions for
the sale of unpacked food, especially baked goods.

2022 saw continued inspections concerning compli-
ance with reporting obligations for the import of certain
food commodities, as regulated by Decree No.172/2015
Coll. A total of 305 250 reports of foodstuffs were re-
ceived by CAFIA, on the basis of which 808 inspections
were carried out.

In 2022, CAFIA inspectors carried out a total

of 48 809 inspections at food business establishments,
public catering facilities, customs warehouses and on-
line shops. 29 875 inspections were carried out at retail
premises, 14 988 at catering facilities, 11626 at produc-
tion plants, 2 312 at wholesale warehouses, 693 at pri-
mary production locations, and 2 339 at other locations
(e.g. during transport, at customs warehouses, etc.).

A total of 3351 non-compliant batches of foodstuffs
and other products were found in 2022. The number
of non-compliant batches is divided according to the
inspection location and is as follows: 2645 non-com-
pliant batches were found in retail, 175 in production,
142 in wholesale and 389 in other areas.

With regard to the country of origin, the lowest share
of non-compliant batches was found for foods orig-
inating in the Czech Republic (18.0% of non-compli-
ant batches), with a slightly higher share for products
originating in the EU (21.9% of non-compliant batches).
A higher percentage was found for products imported
from third countries (39.2% of non-compliant batches).

As far as individual cormmodities are concerned, the
highest percentage of non-compliant batches was
found for dehydrated products, liquid flavourings,
dressings, salt and mustard (72.7%), and other food-
stuffs not listed anywhere else, including frozen prod-
ucts (69.5%), chocolate and confectionery (60.8%), ice
creams and frozen creams (51.3%), non-alcoholic bever-
ages (51.2%), dairy products (40.2%), pasta (38.0%), meat
products (32.6%), sprouted seeds and sprouts (28.6%)
and fish and seafood (27.8%).

In 2022, compliance with microbiological criteria was
checked for a total of 2625 samples of foodstuffs,
meals, ice, bottled water and swabs from places, equip-
ment and objects, of which 922 batches were checked
directly on site and 1703 via laboratory samples. On-site
inspections discovered 218 batches that were unfit for
human consumption. 166 non-compliant samples were
detected in laboratory tests.

In terms of individual sectors of the food industry, the
greatest number of inspected samples found to be un-
safe was in the area of dairy products (93 batches), meat
products (66 batches) and fresh fruit (15 batches). The
most frequent safety violation was the growth of mould
visible to the naked eye and spoiling due to microbial
activity.

In 2022, inspections for foreign substances were
carried out for a total of 1776 foodstuff batches, out

of which 94 (5.3%) were non-compliant. The highest
number of tested samples focused on the determi-
nation of pesticide residue content. 854 food batches
were tested with the objective of determining the level
of pesticide residues present. Above-limit amounts

of pesticide residue were found in 77 batches. These
were mainly batches of green tea, mate, chilli peppers,
citrus fruits, lychees, peppers, tomatoes, basil and cori-
ander.

In 2022, a total of 969 batches of foodstuffs were
checked for their content of preservatives, colourings
and sweeteners, and 52 were evaluated as unsatis-
factory. The largest proportion of evaluated analytes
were preservatives such as sulphur dioxide (E 220) acid
(E 200) and benzoic acid (E 210). Of the above-men-
tioned number, the content of preservatives was
evaluated in a total of 586 batches of foodstuffs, with
28 batches being evaluated as unsatisfactory.

In 2022, a total of 3981 foodstuff batches were tested
during the inspection of labelling, and of that amount,

a total of 1994 batches were deemed non-compliant.

A total of 271 non-compliant batches were found during
the analytical requirements check (physical and chem-
ical quality requirements), and a total of 911 non-com-
pliant batches were found during inspections focused
on sensory requirements (sensory quality require-
ments).

Thematic and ad hoc inspections also took place
in 2022.

Inspections of compliance with the requirements

of food legislation and consumer protection regulations
when selling goods through e-shops, including sales
through social networks, were carried out on a contin-
uous basis throughout 2022. The number of inspec-
tions in this area has returned to the numbers usual
before the outbreak of the COVID-19 pandemic. During
the inspections, CAFIA officials used standard tools
and methods, and also made use of their legal author-
ity to carry out the inspection of purchases incognito
(mystery shopping). In 2022, CAFIA inspectors carried
out a total of 877 inspections that specifically focused
on online sales from 491 individual entities at 517 es-
tablishments. Out of this number, 236 inspections were
carried out in the form of, e.g. a test purchase from the
respective e-shops or social networks. A large number
of inspections were based on consumer notifications.
46% inspections ended with an unsatisfactory result.

A common type of inspection conducted by CAFIA
involves the handling of notifications received from
consumers or other supervisory bodies and institu-
tions. In 2022 CAFIA received 3 486 notifications in to-
tal, which is417 more than in 2021. In terms of individual
commodities, the most frequent subjects of complaint
were meat and meat products, fresh fruit and vegeta-
bles, dairy products and bakery products. The subject
of submitted complaints was, in most cases, deficient
foodstuff quality that was often related to sanitary inad-
equacies in the store, foodstuffs after their ,use by’ and
,best before' dates, and also non-compliant food label-
ling. A total of 2363 batches of food and products were
inspected on the basis of notifications, and 565 of these
were found to be non-compliant.

CAFIA has the right to impose measures aimed at en-
suring the elimination of identified deficiencies. These
measures include, for example, the banning of the sale
of foodstuffs, the destruction of foodstuffs, the rela-
belling of food, ordering the performance of laboratory
analyses before food is placed on the market, etc.

In 2021, CAFIA imposed a total of 11857 bans with a total
value of 24 737 474 CZK. 162 of the above bans, amount-
ing to a total of 4 370 859 CZK, were imposed on food
producers, 6 602 bans totalling 14 447 991 CZK were

on batches of domestic origin in shops, and 4 608 bans
were on foreign batches totalling 5677 315 CZK. The
foodstuffs upon which bans were most often imposed
included dairy products (a total of 2 610 bans imposed,
totalling CZK 328 653) and meat products (2 520 fines
totalling CZK 447 841). These were followed by chocolate
and confectionery (1036 bans totalling CZK 476 440),
cold food (704 bans totalling CZK 61900) and bak-

ery products, where 606 bans were imposed, totalling
CZK 363 641. The highest financial sum in terms of bans

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(13388 850 CZK) was imposed on wine and in the field
of cereals (3305740 CZK). It is also worth mentioning
that the financial volume of bans in the field of food
supplements amounted to 2221903 CZK, and in the
field of nuts it was 919 085 CZK.

CAFIA supervises the import of foodstuffs of plant
origin from third countries in close cooperation with
customs authorities. Inspections of imports particularly
focus on high-risk commodities which, in accordance
with binding EU regulations, are subject to special im-
port procedures and systematic or random inspections
upon entry. From 1st October 2022, CAFIA has also been
checking compliance with the rules for organic produc-
tion when importing organic food from third countries.

In 2022, a total of 305 250 foodstuff reports were sub-
mitted to CAFIA. All of the reports were made using the
CAFIA reporting application. Inspections at the place
of destination were performed for 808 reported food-
stuffs. 146 batches were taken to the laboratory during
the above period. A non-compliant result was found for
7 batches.

Throughout 2022, CAFIA inspectors conducted a total
of 14 988 inspections at public catering facilities; viola-
tions of applicable legal regulations were found in the
case of 4114 inspections. Violation of hygiene require-
ments was the most frequent reason for non-compliant
findings during inspections of public catering facilities.
Out of the total number of 10 495 inspections focused
on hygiene requirements, 3 289 inspections revealed
non-compliance with the requirements laid down

in Regulation (EC) No.852/2004 on the hygiene of food-
stuffs, which represents 31.3%.

During 2022, a total of 48 public catering facilities were
closed due to unacceptable hygiene conditions. The
closed public catering facilities accounted for 34.8%

of all closed food facilities (138); in 2021 it was 18.1%.
Compared to 2021, there was a significant increase

in the number of closed catering establishments, which
can largely be related to the limited operation of ca-
tering establishments in 2021, due to the extraordinary
epidemiological measures then in place in connection
with the COVID-19 pandemic.

In 2022, CAFIA inspectors carried out a total of 5243 in-
spections, during which checks were made as to wheth-
er or not operators had made information on allergenic
substances in offered dishes available to consumers.
Failure to meet this obligation to notify was identified

in 198 inspections (i.e. about 3.8% of inspections).

A total of 1513 batches of wine products were evaluat-
ed, of which 419 batches did not comply with legisla-
tion, which means 27.7% of all evaluated batches were
non-compliant. Compared to 2021, there was a slight
increase in non-compliant cases, while at the same time

With regard to wine products, the focus of inspection
activities in 2022 was mainly on checking “imports”

of bulk wines from abroad (EU countries and third
countries). The assumption behind this was the fact
that about 70% of the wine consumed in the Czech
Republic comes from abroad. The second main focus
of inspection activities was on the checking of legal
conditions for the sale of wine to customers, i.e. the sale
of cask, draft, house and packaged wine intended for
consumers.

In 2022, CAFIA carried out physical, chemical, isotope,
immunochemical and sensory analyses of agricultur-

al and food products at its two testing laboratories
(Prague, Brno). Food analyses for CAFIA according to the
requirements set by the EU and Czech Republic are pro-
vided by CAFIA's own and external laboratories. By the
end of 2022, CAFIA had a total of 24 designated official
laboratories.

CAFI|A’s accredited laboratories participate regularly

in national and international comparative trials intended
to test the proficiency of chemical and physicochem-
ical laboratories in accordance with the requirements
laid down by Czech National Standard EN ISO/IEC 17025
and others, such as interlaboratory validation studies

of laboratory methods. In 2022, the laboratory of the
CAFIA Inspectorate in Prague participated in 13 interlab-
oratory tests in the FAPAS system organized by FERA,
while the laboratory of the CAFIA Inspectorate in Brno
participated in 26 interlaboratory tests as part of the
competency testing programme, as well as one certifi-
cation study on the determination of elements in green
tea by the inductively coupled plasma mass spectrom-
etry method.

In 2022, a total of 348 original notifications concern-
ing the Czech Republic were distributed through the
NCP RASFF, along with additional pieces of related
information. 66 original notifications were sent by the
Czech Republic, of which 37 notifications fell under the
competence of CAFIA. Out of the total number of sent
notifications, 65 cases concerned market inspections,
and in one case it was the result of an import inspection.
When carrying out border inspections, CAFIA coop-
erates with the authorities of the Customs Adminis-
tration of the Czech Republic in accordance with the
Agreement on Mutual Collaboration and Cooperation
concluded between CAFIA and the General Directorate
of Customs.

The second category includes notifications received
by the RASFF system. They concern products manu-
factured in the Czech Republic or distributed via the
Czech Republic, or those that have been placed on the
Czech market from abroad. In 2022 the Czech Republic

IEC 17025 nebo napfiklad mezilaboratornich validacnich
studii laboratornich metod.

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received 282 cases, 162 of which fell under the compe-
tence of CAFIA.

A total of 251 reports were distributed via the online tool
of the AAC system in 2022. Of these, 130 notifications
fell under the competence of CAFIA. Also, 266 relat-

ed notifications, pieces of information and reactions
were processed. Out of the total number of notifica-
tions, 84 cases were sent from the Czech Republic and
167 cases were received from other member states.

11 AAC notifications in total were received or sent out

in the form of email communication or “conversations”.

In 2022, all modifications to the server rooms at the indi-
vidual Inspectorates were also completed, in particular
the replacement of extinguishing gases in the fire ex-
tinguishing systems, and changes to the configurations
of local network elements. Modifications to application
software for the individual subsystems of the CAFIA in-
formation system were carried out in the context of cur-
rent user requirements or in connection with legislative
requirements throughout 2022.

In 2022, work on the development of the KOPR informa-
tion system continued. It is the primary system for the
execution of inspection activities and the subsequent
administrative proceedings of CAFIA. Work also con-
tinued on the project of closing IS KOPR files in ERMS,
and the closing of import files was completed. In 2022,
development modifications were also aimed at increas-
ing user comfort. In 2022 communication between the
ERMS and other agenda systems, in particular the KOPR
IS, was developed and deepened. In 2022, the concept
for developing the new information system IS Vino was
also worked on very intensively.

In 2022 CAFIA participated in the creation of 3 amend-
ments to legislation. The most significant of these

was the amendment to Act No.242/2000 Coll. on or-
ganic farming and the related amendment to Act
No.146/2002 Coll., on the Czech Agriculture and Food
Inspection Authority. In 2022 CAFIA also commented
on seven proposals or amendments to implementing
decrees related to various acts. As in previous years,
CAFIA was a contributor in the creation of EU legal
regulations. CAFIA actively monitored the development
of legislation in the area of viniculture, specifically the
drafting of implementing acts concerning Regulation
(EU) No.1308/2013 establishing the organisation of the
market with agricultural products. CAFIA also provided
background materials to the Ministry of Agriculture for
preparations for the meetings of the working forma-
tions of the Council of the EU or the European Commis-
sion, and directly participated in meetings as required
(within regard to the discussed areas).

The main event of 2022 was the presidency of the Czech
Republic in the Council of the EU, which took place from
1.7.to 3112.2022. During the presidency, the Ministry

V roce 2022 se SZPI podilela na vzniku tfech novel zako-
nd. Nejvyznamnéjsi byla novela zakona ¢.242/2000 Sb,,

o ekologickém zemédélstvi a souvisejici novela zako-

na &.146/2002 Sb., o Statni zemédélské a potravinarské
inspekci. SZPI v roce 2022 pfipominkovala sedm navrhl
¢i novel provadécich vyhlasek k rznym zakonim. Stejné
jako v predchazejicich letech se SZPI podilela na tvorbé
pravnich predpist EU. SZPI aktivné sledovala vyvoj pravni
Upravy v oblasti vinafstvi, zejména pfipravu provadécich
aktd k nafizeni (EU) &.1308/2013, kterym se stanovi orga-
nizace trhu se zemédélskymi produkty. SZPI poskytuje
podklady MZe pro pfipravu na jednani pracovnich forma-
ci Rady EU nebo Evropské komise a dle potfeby (v ramci
diskutovanych oblasti) se také pfimo u&astni jednani.

Hlavni udalosti roku 2022 bylo predsednictvi CR v Radé
EU, které probihalo od 1.7. do 31.12.2022. MZe po dobu
predsednictvi svolavalo schlizky Grémia CZ PRES, které
bylo tvoreno zastupci Utvard MZe a podfizenych dozo-
rovych organd. Grémium CZ PRES se schazelo jednou
nebo dvakrat tydné k jednani ohledné vystuptl z pro-
béhlych pracovnich formaci Rady EU a neformalnich
akci a probihala zde rovnéz priprava na budouci jednani
pracovnich formaci Rady a diskuse ohledné organi-
za¢nich zalezitosti souvisejicich s hladkym pribéhem
predsednictvi.

V ramci predsednictvi se také v Praze uskutecnilo se-
tkdni Heads of Food Safety Agencies, coz je neformalni
uskupeni vedoucich predstavitell evropskych uradu
zodpovédnych za dozor nad kvalitou a bezpecnosti po-
travin. Zastupce SZPI predsedal tomuto dvoudennimu
jednani ve spolupraci s MZe. Na programu jednani byla
udrzitelnost potravinarského retézce, kontroly uvadé-
ni potravin na trh prostfednictvim e-commerce, nové
technologie pfi kontrolach potravin a také vysledek do-
tazniku CZ PRES k revizi hygienického balic¢ku.

V roce 2022 bylo pravomocné skonéeno 3202 spravnich
fizeni o prestupku vedenych s kontrolovanymi osobami,
v nichz byly uloZzeny pokuty v celkové vysi 109 801000 K¢.

Ve spravnich fizenich o prestupcich provozovatelQ
potravinarskych podnikl byla rovnéz ulozena povin-

of Agriculture convened meetings of the CZ PRES Gre-
mium, which was made up of representatives of Ministry
of Agriculture departments and subordinate superviso-
ry authorities. The CZ PRES Gremium used to meet once
or twice a week to discuss the outputs of the EU Coun-
cil's working formations and informal events, and prepa-
ration also took place for future meetings of the Coun-
cil's working formations, alongside discussions about
organisational matters related to the smooth running

of the presidency.

During the presidency, meeting of Heads of Food Safety
Agencies was also held in Prague. It is an informal asso-
ciation of leaders of European authorities responsible
for supervising food quality and safety. A CAFIA repre-
sentative chaired these two-day negotiations, in coop-
eration with the Ministry of Agriculture. The following
points were on the agenda: the sustainability of the food
chain, the checking of the introduction of food to the
market via e-commerce, new technologies in food in-
spections and also the results of the CZ PRES question-
naire on the revision of the hygiene package.

3202 administrative proceedings were concluded with
food business operators in 2022 and fines totalling
109 801000 CZK were imposed.

The food business operators were also ordered to reim-
burse the costs of the administrative proceedings in the
total amount of CZK 327 000.

In 2022, the quality management system at CAFIA was
successfully inspected and checked via a superviso-

ry audit performed by a certification company. At the
same time, in 2022, the Ministry of the Interior assessed
the conformity of the processes of the civil service
office with the requirements of the Methodological in-
struction for quality management in civil service offices
according to Government Resolution No.214/2018.

Thanks to the decline of the COVID-19 pandemic, CAFIA
employees began to participate in foreign business
trips again; the vast majority of the trips in 2022 were for
various BTSF training sessions, or workshops intended
for laboratory employees.

In the first half of 2022, CAFIA implemented, together
with the Saxon State Ministry for Social Affairs and Co-
hesion, what is already a second cross-border cooper-
ation project, this time under the name “Together for
Better Food" Approximately 25 employees from CAFIA
were involved in it, these mainly being inspectors. The
total cost of the project for both partners combined
amounted to almost 50 000 EUR, 85% of which was
subsequently refunded from the European Regional
Development Fund.

Communication between CAFIA and the general public
is based on the principles of transparency and open-

Diky Ustupu pandemie COVID-19 se zaméstnanci SZPI
opét zacali UCastnit zahrani¢nich pracovnich cest; drtiva
vétsina cest v roce 2022 smérovala na rozli¢na skoleni
BTSF, pripadné na workshopy ur¢ené pro zaméstnance
laboratofri.

V prvni poloviné roku 2022 realizovala Statni zemédélska
a potravinarska inspekce spolec¢né se saskym statnim
ministerstvem pro socialni zalezZitosti a soudrznost jiz
druhy projekt preshrani¢ni spoluprace, tentokrat pod
nazvem ,Spolecné za lepsi potraviny”. Za SZPI se do néj
zapojilo zhruba 25 osob, predevsim inspektort. Celkové
naklady obou partnerd na projekt jsou necelych 50 tisic
EUR, z nichz 85 % bylo nasledné refundovano z Evrop-
ského fondu pro regionalni rozvo;j.

Komunikace SZPI s verejnosti je zaloZena na principu
transparentnosti a otevienosti.

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ness. The media plays a key role in this communication.
CAFIA closely cooperates with the media on a regular
basis through its press officer with news outlets and
journalist editorial teams of all media types - television,
radio, press and online reporting, including their exten-
sions in social networks. Compared to the previous two
years, the issue of non-compliant food supplements,
whose sellers exploited the fears of the public regarding
the COVID-19 pandemic, receded into the background.
Media communication in 2022 reflected a return to nor-
mal inspection activities.

One of the most important topics in 2022 was the tenth
anniversary of the Food Pillory project, which is unique
in Europe. Within the project, CAFIA publishes food-
stuffs or facilities that violate legal regulations. The ten
years of existence of this service for consumers were
commemorated at a press conference with the partici-
pation of the Minister of Agriculture Zdenék Nekula and
other representatives of the department. Represent-
atives of most of the leading domestic media outlets
were also introduced to areas where the further de-
velopment of services to domestic consumers is tak-
ing place, as well as the new inspection competences
of CAFIA.

V roce 2022 byla vénovana pozornost rozvoji aplikaci
intranetového portalu SZPI, které jsou jeho primou sou-

ce vzdélavani, Testovani inspektorl). Diky personalizaci
zobrazovanych dat zavislych na konkrétnim pracovnim
zarazeni je intranet véestrannym operativnim pomocni-
kem kazdého zaméstnance. Pravidelnymi aktualizacemi
prochazi i obsah hlavnich rubrik a sdilenych dokumenta.

In 2022 a total of 6 032 individuals and entities con-
tacted CAFIA with inquiries. More than eighty percent
of them (5175 inquirers in total) contacted the CAFIA
Headquarters directly. The remaining less than two
tenths of inquirers (a total of 857 inquirers) addressed
their question to one of the regional CAFIA Inspector-
ates.

A special telephone helpline and email address are
operated by the Communication Unit, which deals with
all sorts of inquiries from the public. In 2022, a total

of 3044 inquirers used this service. 1696 applicants

for information contacted CAFIA by telephone, and
1348 individuals did so in writing. Some inquiries were
submitted in a foreign language. Specifically, 111 reports
were made in English. Most frequently they were sent
by entrepreneurs asking about the possibility of im-
porting commodities into the Czech Republic, or for
information concerning the introduction of tobacco and
food products to the Czech market.

The number of requests for information received

in accordance with Act No.106/1999 Coll., on free ac-
cess to information remained at similar values in 2022
as in the previous year. A total of 70 inquiries fulfilled the
formal requirements of the given request for informa-
tion. Of this number, the CAFIA Headquarters handled

a total of 42 requests. The rest of the requests were then
processed by the regional CAFIA Inspectorates.

The Food Pillory website project was launched

on 10.7.2012, and from its launch up to the end of 2022

it was visited by 6.3 million users, of which 400 000 were
in 2022. The website provides information on non-com-
pliant batches of foodstuffs identified during official
CAFIA and SVA inspections, closed facilities, thematic
inspections, and warnings about risky websites.

The Food Pillory project incorporates several inter-
connected parts: a website, a mobile application and
profiles on Facebook, Twitter and Instagram. At pres-
ent, a mobile app for Android and iOS (iPhone) systems
is available to be downloaded by consumers for free.
The Facebook profile for the Food Pillory was followed
by nearly 38 800 users in 2022, which is approximately

4 800 users more than in 2021. The Food Pillory Twitter
profile had more than 5200 followers at the end of 2022.
The Twitter account has been functioning as an ef-
fective platform for communication with media rep-
resentatives. The Food Pillory profile also exists on the
Instagram social network, where it is followed by around
2000 users, which is 200 users more than in the previ-
ous year.

CAFIA is also active on the LinkedIn professional plat-
form, which is used to publish vacancies in an effort
to attract a larger number of potential job seekers

to CAFIA.

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In 2022, attention was paid to the development of appli-
cations for the CAFIA intranet portal which are a direct
part of it (e.g. Internal Regulations, Reservation of Re-
sources, Training Records, Testing of Inspectors). Owing
to the personalisation of displayed data corresponding
to specific job descriptions, it acts as a universal per-
sonal assistant for each employee. The content of the
main sections and shared documents is also updated
regularly.

An important role in internal communication is played
by the magazine for employees called the CAFIA News-
letter. It not only provides information about current
events at CAFIA, but also contains interviews with em-
ployees, and presents non-traditional hobbies and other
activities. It also deals with questions from the food
industry and gastronomy sector.

In addition to these electronic tools, meetings of em-
ployees started to take place again in 2022. Mass team-
building events and traditional pre-Christmas meetings
with senior employees (former employees) returned.

CAFIA organized all types of mandatory training in 2022:
initial introductory training, follow-up initial training,
ongoing training, management training and also lan-
guage training. The internal introductory training mod-
ules were aimed at acquainting newly hired employees
with internal regulations and specific issues at CAFIA.

In 2022, CAFIA focused mainly on routine education-

al training with the goal of improving the knowledge

of inspectors and other employees involved in in-
spection activities. In the area of inspection activities,
109 educational events were held, with the participation
of 3671 people.

The Czech Agriculture and Food Inspection Author-

ity is responsible for managing state property in the

6 buildings it uses. These premises are the CAFIA Head-
quarters in Brno and the buildings of the Inspectorates
in Brno, Olomouc, Hradec Kralové, Prague and Pilsen.
The inspectorates in Tabor and Usti nad Labem are

in rented buildings which are administered by the Minis-
try of Agriculture. In 2022, in addition to routine repairs,
several significant repairs and investment projects were
implemented with the aim of ensuring the premises
used are in good technical condition, and improving the
working environment of CAFIA employees.
